Declares that the general fund expenditure ceiling is
exceeded. Makes an appropriation.

Status & Requires and appropriates moneys for thg Department of
Testimony Human Resources Development to submlt an a_nr_1ua|_ report on
AUnLy vacancies, recruitment efforts, and retention policies in the
State's Executive Branch. Declares that the appropriation
exceeds the state general fund expenditure ceiling for 2024-
2025.
