Requires all telecommunications service providers to
communicate relevant information relating to the deenergization
of electrical lines to public safety or emergency response offices
for the affected areas. Requires all electric utility companies to
operate electrical lines and equipment in a manner that shall
minimize the risk of catastrophic wildfire posed by the electrical
lines and equipment. Requires each electric utility company to
prepare a wildfire mitigation plan and protocols for deenergizing
electrical lines.

RELATING TO PUBLIC UTILITIES.

Requires the Public Utilities Commission to direct each electric
and gas utility company in the State to file proposals for
programs to provide certain benefits to residential property
owners in fire-prone areas to reduce or eliminate the impacts of
wildfires on residential properties or to purchase emergency
equipment or supplies for use in deenergization events.

RELATING TO FIRE PROTECTION.

Authorizes the use of the reduced ignition propensity cigarette
program special fund to support the State Fire Council and its
programs and activities, including for the hiring of administrative
personnel.
