RELATED TO LAW ENFORCEMENT. PSM, JDC
Requires law enforcement to post notice that a search has been
conducted on a property if a resident was not present at the time
of the search.

RELATING TO IDENTIFICATION. PSM, JDC/WAM
Requires the Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation, in
collaboration with various agencies and upon request of the
inmates, to assist inmates in obtaining the inmates' civil
identification card, birth certificate, social security card, and
other relevant identification necessary for successful reentry into
society, as soon as practicable. Requires the Department of
Corrections and Rehabilitation to initiate the process of obtaining
identifying documents for inmates released to work furlough,
extended furlough, or community placement programs, by
providing the forms necessary for the inmate to obtain civil
identification cards and other identifying documents to the
inmate as soon as practicable.

RELATING TO FIREARMS. PSM, WAM
Requires the Department of Law Enforcement to conduct a

voluntary firearm buyback program in each county of the State.

Makes an appropriation.

RELATING TO EMERGENCIES. PSM, WAM
Appropriates funds for the installation of a new outdoor
emergency siren in the Pacific Palisades area of Oahu.
