SB 2746 RELATING TO HARBOR SAFETY. TCA, WAM
Status & Requires that the securing of mooring lines from vessels
Testimony requiring tug assistance to commercial docks, wharves, piers,

quays, and landings be performed by a stevedoring company.
Defines "stevedoring company." Exempts, under certain
circumstances, vessels operating on behalf of an authorized
intrastate or transpacific water property carrier holding a
certificate of public convenience and necessity issued under
section 271G-10, HRS. Sunsets on 7/1/2028.

SB 2747 RELATING TO AIRCRAFT. TCA, CPN
Status & Requires the Director of Transportation to adopt rules that
Testimony require tour aircraft operators to have aircraft liability insurance

coverage not less than $1,000,000 per person per incident.

SB 2806 RELATING TO VEHICLES. TCA, JDC
Status & Allows all-terrain vehicle to drive on streets with posted speed
Testimony limits of not more than 45 miles per hour. Allows all-terrain

vehicles to drive in the evening and night if they are equipped
with headlights and tail lights. Allows drivers of all-terrain
vehicles to wear a safety helmet with a securely fastened chin
strap. Includes in the definition of "utility-terrain vehicle" a motor
vehicle that accommodates one driver and one passenger sitting
side-by-side, and up to 6 people in seat belts.
