RELATING TO ADAPTATION PATHWAYS PLANNING. 

Expands the authority of the State and counties to develop adaptation 

pathways plans to modify and relocate infrastructure away from 

critically threatened areas to locations outside sea level rise and coastal 

flooding exposure areas.

RELATING TO BUILDING CODES. 

Clarifies that no state or county building code shall prohibit the use of 

a substitute refrigerant allowed by the Environmental Protection 

Agency if the applicable equipment is listed and installed in

Status 

RELATING TO THE STATE PARKS SPECIAL FUND. 

Allows the Department of Land and Natural Resources to expend the 

moneys from the State Parks Special Fund for programs aimed at 

environmental protection.
