Requires the Department of Agriculture to assess the steps
necessary for the State to supplement federal authority to
perform meat inspections within the State. Requires the
Department of Agriculture to assess the steps necessary to
transfer full authority over meat inspections from federal
authority to the State. Appropriates funds for the establishment
of three full-time equivalent (3.0 FTE) inspector positions within
the Department of Agriculture to perform meat inspections.
Takes effect 7/1/2050. (SD1)

RELATING TO VALUE-ADDED PRODUCTION.

Establishes the Access to Local Value-Added Products Act to
allow homemade food operations to sell homemade food
products, under certain conditions, upon registering with and
receiving a permit from the Department of Health. (SD1)

the Department of Agriculture to develop an online reporting tool
for restricted use pesticides.
