Allows residential uses in areas zoned for commercial to be 
considered permitted as long as the residential use is limited by 
ordinance to floors above the ground floor of a building or 
structure and development standards are met, but exempts 
areas zoned under chapter 206E, HRS, relating to the Hawaii 
Community Development Authority.  Requires each county to 
adopt ordinances that allow for adaptive reuse of existing 
commercial buildings in the county's building codes.  Effective 
1/1/2026.
