If approved by the Council, the
surrounding area of the Wailuku
Garage will offer free 2-hour on-
street parking from portions of West
Vineyard, Wells Street, Church
Street, High Street, Wells Street and
Main Street.

The four-story parking garage with
393-stalls located in the heart of
Wailuku town is set to open
September 1. The garage will have a
gated entry with 24-hour security.

In August, Church Street debuted as
a two-way street which will have the
main entrance and the only exit for
the parking garage.

The parking structure will also
double as an events space. The first
