Intrusions into a person’s home is highly invasive—whether it is through a criminal 

act or as part of a government investigation. The Hawai'i Constitution guarantees a 

more enhanced and robust right to privacy and right to be free from unreasonable 

searches and seizures than the United States Constitution. In the spirit of our robust 

State Constitution, this bill obligates investigating police officers entering private 

property with a search warrant to post a notice that a government intrusion has taken 

place and by requiring them to secure the residence to prevent trespasses. 

 

This bill will assure inform residents that the police have investigated a private 

space, further transparent government operations, and build trust between the police 

and the community.
