request that the State Building Code Council allow “point access block” construction for residences up to six stories.

Stephen Smith, executive director of the Center for Building in North America, has documented that allowing these

“skinny apartments” would slash land costs for builders1 — one of the most significant cost components of

construction in Hawaii.

New York City and Seattle both permit single-stair apartment buildings, as do numerous Asian and European

countries. Hawaii should join their lead and take this proposed small step toward solving its housing crisis.
