2. This bill allows designees of the Chief of Police to issue citations for violations of traffic 

Laws that do not mandate the physical arrest of violators, allowing more enforcement of 

our county and state traffic laws. 

3. This bill will therefore allow the counties to better manage parking on County and State

Honorable Chair Tarnas, Vice Chair Takayama, and Members of the Committee on 

Judiciary and Hawaiian Affairs, the County of Hawai‘i, Office of the Prosecuting Attorney 

submits the following testimony in support of the passage of Senate Bill No. 2832 SD1. 

 

This bill was drafted with the intent to specify that the counties may issue traffic 

infractions for violations of any law prohibiting or restricting the stopping, standing, or parking 

of vehicles on all highways. In addition, this bill authorizes stopping, standing, and parking 

restrictions and prohibitions on property under jurisdiction of the Director of Transportation and 

the respective counties. 

 

This bill will encourage increased parking management, enforcement, and enhanced 

traffic safety by providing the counties with the authority to issue infractions for violations of 

any law prohibiting or restricting the stopping, standing, or parking of vehicle on all highways.  

Given current police staffing shortages across our state, affording the county police departments 

with the flexibility to appoint a designee will ensure that traffic safety is maintained while our 

county police departments work towards filling their vacant employee positions.  

 

For the foregoing reasons, the, County of Hawai‘i, Office of the Prosecuting Attorney 

supports the passage of Senate Bill No. 2832 SD1. Thank you for the opportunity to testify on 

this matter.
