A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO THE HAWAII EMPLOYER-UNION HEALTH BENEFITS TRUST
FUND.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

1 SECTION 1. Section 89-9, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is

2 amended by amending subsection (e) to read as follows:

3 “(e) Negotiations relating to contributions to the Hawaii

4 employer-union health benefits trust fund shall be for the

5 purpose of agreeing upon the amounts [which] that the State and

6 counties shall contribute under section 87A-32, toward the

7 payment of the costs for a health benefits plan, as defined in

8 section 87A—l, and group life insurance benefits, and the

9 parties shall not be bound by the amounts contributed under

10 prior agreements[; providcd that ccction 89—11 for thc

11 rcoolution of disputco by way of arbitration ahall not bc

12 availabic to rc~olvc impasaco or dioputcz rclating to thc

13 amounts thc Statc and countics shall contributc to thc Hawaii

14 cmploycr-union hcalth bcncfits trust fund] .“

15 SECTION 2. Section 89—11, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is

16 amended by amending subsection (g) to read as follows:
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“ (g) The decision of the arbitration panel shall be final

and binding upon the parties on all provisions submitted to the

arbitration panel. [If thc partics havc rcachcd agrccmcnt with

rcspcct to thc amounts of contributions by thc Stata and

countics to thc Hawaii cmploycr-union hcalth bcncfits trust fund

by thc tcnth working day aftcr thc arbitration pancl issucs its

dccision, thc final and binding agrccmcnt of thc partics on all

provisions shall consist of thc pancl’s dccision and thc amounts

of contributions agrccd to by thc partics. If thc partics havc

not rcachcd agrccmcnt with rcspcct to thc amounts of

contributions by thc Statc and countics to thc Hawaii cmploycr

union hcalth bcncfits trust fund by thc closc of busincss on thc

tcnth working day aftcr thc arbitration panal issucs its

dacision, thc partics shall havc fivc days to submit thcir

rcspcctivc rcco~cndations for such contributions to thc

lagislatura, if it is in scssion, and if thc lcgislaturc is not

in scssion, thc partics shall submit thcir rcspcctivc

rccommcndations for such contributions to thc lcgislaturc during

thc ncxt scssion of thc lcgislaturc. In such avant, tha final

Agreements reached pursuant to the decision of an

arbitration panel and the amounts of contributions by the State

and counties to the Hawaii employer—union health benefits trust

fund[, as provided herein,] shall not be subject to ratification

by the employees concerned. All items requiring any moneys for

implementation shall be subject to appropriations by the

appropriate legislative bodies and the employer shall submit all

[such] applicable items within ten days after the date [o~

which] the agreement is entered into [as provided herein,] to

the appropriate legislative bodies.”
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1 SECTION 3. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed

2 and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

3 SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 3000.
