Your Committees have amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the appropriation to an unspecified amount;
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(2) Changing its effective date to July 1, 3000, to
encourage further discussion; and

purposes of clarity, consistency, and style.

Your Committees respectfully request your Committee on
Finance, should it deliberate on this measure, to consider
appropriating $250,000 for the Hawaii Technology Development
Corporation to assist small businesses, including those related to
the tourism sector, with technology enablement.
