The purpose of the project is to develop and implement effective disaster case management infrastructure and systems that provide a time-limited collaboration between trained case managers and disaster 
survivors which involves the development of a disaster recovery plan and a mutual effort to fulfill those disaster-caused unmet needs described in the plan. The project will enable case management services 
through effective delivery of post-disaster case management services, increase partner integration, build provider capacity, and promote state-level program development to assist all disaster survivors in 
addressing unmet needs and to effect complete recovery in Maui County. The department intends to create a hybrid DCMP model to better serve the survivors in Maui. This includes planning (with separate 
state funding) to extend disaster case management services to certain survivors who would be ineligible to receive disaster case management (DCM) services through the federal grant. In an attempt to keep 
programmatic equity, the department will hire these staff directly, but provide them with the same training, case management software system, and tracking as the rest of the program. The final outcome is to 
assist the entire impacted population-regardless of their FEMA eligibility-the ability to achieve recovery in the wake of this disaster, and return to a permanent housing solution, while also creating a framework 
within OHS that will enable the agency to be better prepared from Day One of a future disaster to respond and meet the needs of those impacted.
