House Bill 1736, House Draft 2 creates the Spay and Neuter Special Fund to help reduce pet 
overpopulation, including free-roaming cats. It allows an income tax designation to fund the 
special fund account. The bill requires cats over five months old to be surgically sterilized and 
bans unsterilized cats from entering the State, with certain exceptions. Funds are allocated for 
these efforts. The Department of Land and Natural Resources supports this bill.  

Cats that roam freely are among the most successful predators on Earth and have been linked to 
the extinction of over 60 small animal species. Hawaiʻi’s native wildlife is especially vulnerable to 
predation, and cat predation significantly hampers the recovery of birds such as ʻuaʻu, palila, and 
nēnē. Free-roaming cats also spread diseases like rabies, toxoplasmosis, roundworms, 
hookworms, and ringworm, which can infect other cats, humans, and wildlife. The impacts of 
these diseases are evident both on land, where native bird species including nēnē have been 
killed, and at sea, as shown by the deaths of Hawaiian monk seals, spinner dolphins, and other 
marine mammals due to toxoplasmosis. Feral or free-ranging cats are also less healthy: at-large 
cats tend to have shorter lifespans and higher disease rates compared to indoor pet cats. 

The Department is encouraged by the Legislature’s efforts to address at-large cat issues and 
urges the adoption of effective, science-based cat management solutions, including: requiring 
cat owners to license and microchip their cats for identification; providing requirements, 
incentives, or educational efforts for pet owners about keeping cats indoors or otherwise 
contained in a fenced or screened enclosure; offering access to free or reduced-cost spay and

neuter services for pet cats; requiring that cats (both existing and newly imported) be sterilized; 
establishing mandatory open-admission animal shelters; creating cat sanctuaries; holding cat 
owners liable for damage to property and native species; prohibiting the feeding of free-roaming 
animals; and updating existing animal welfare laws to expand community-led and private partner 
predator control.  

The Department notes that the Hawaiʻi Invasive Species Council adopted Resolution 19-2 in 
January 2019, endorsing keeping cats indoors and utilizing peer-reviewed science to make 
recommendations for reducing the impacts of cats.  

Cats are widespread throughout Hawaiʻi and have been found in every habitat from sea level to 
over 11,000 ft on Maunakea. They pose an ecological threat to native ecosystems and species, 
and this threat must be addressed. 

The Department supports all seven amendments made by the Committee on Judiciary and 
Hawaiian Affairs, especially amendments one and two, which include the use of fully enclosed 
cat sanctuaries and the declaration of intact cats entering the state.

The Department of Taxation (DOTAX) offers the following comments regarding 

H.B. 1736, H.D.2, for your consideration. 
 
H.B. 1736, H.D.2, adds a new section to chapter 36, Hawaii Revised Statutes 

(HRS), to establish the “Spay and Neuter Special Fund” to reduce pet overpopulation, 
including the free-roaming cat population. The Spay and Neuter Special Fund shall 
receive deposits from State income tax refund designations, legislative appropriations, 
private gifts or donations, and other sources. 
 

Section 3 of the bill amends section 235-102.5, HRS, by adding a new 
subsection (e), which authorizes a new income “check-off” option. Individual taxpayers 
with a refund of $5 or more may designate $5 to the fund, and married couples filing 
jointly with a refund of $10 or more may designate $5 per person to the fund. 
 

As with other existing check-off boxes, if no initial designation was chosen, 
taxpayers will be allowed to amend a return to choose a designation within 20 months 
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and 10 days after the due date for the original return for that taxable year. A designation 
is nonrevocable once made. 

 
The bill has a defective effective date of July 1, 3000, provided that section 3 

applies to taxable years beginning after December 31, 2026. 
  

DOTAX notes that it can administer section 3 of this bill for taxable years 
beginning after December 31, 2026.

TESTIMONY IN OPPOSITION TO HB 1736 HD2 

Hawaii State Senate Committee on Agriculture and Environment (AEN) 

Re: Relating to Animal Control — Mandatory Cat Sterilization 

Senator Gabbard, Senator Richards  and the Members of the Committee: 

My name is Lynn Muramaru, and I represent the Pacific Pet Alliance.. I submit this testimony in 

strong opposition to HB 1736 HD2. 

While I support the bill’s goal of establishing a Spay and Neuter Special Fund — a measure that has 

earned broad, bipartisan support from animal welfare advocates and conservationists alike — I urge 

this Committee to remove the mandatory sterilization and import prohibition provisions from the 

bill, or to defer the measure until those provisions can be reconsidered. 

Mandatory sterilization criminalizes responsible ownership. 

Fines for failing to comply with the sterilization or declaration requirements would range from $500 

to $1,000 per violation per cat.  (Star-Advertiser) This means a responsible, indoor cat owner who 

has not yet sterilized their pet — perhaps because appointments fill up months in advance — could 

face steep financial penalties through no fault of their own. Honolulu’s Hawaiian Humane Society 
offers low-cost spay/neuter services, but appointments fill up months in advance  (Star-Advertiser) , 

and private veterinarians may charge as much as $200 to $250 to neuter or spay a cat on Oahu.  

(Star-Advertiser) Mandating surgery while accessible, affordable services remain scarce is an unfair 

burden on working families. 

The bill penalizes people before infrastructure exists to support compliance. 

The spay and neuter fund created by this bill has not yet been deployed. Counties do not yet have 

the veterinary capacity to accommodate a surge in sterilization demand that a statewide mandate 

would create overnight. Passing a mandate before the fund is operational and county services are 

scaled up will result in widespread unintentional non-compliance — and punish the very pet owners 

who are trying to do the right thing. 

The import prohibition is overly broad and raises serious due process concerns. 

HB 1736 would make it illegal to own a cat older than five months that has not been surgically 

sterilized, with narrow exemptions  (Hoodline) , and restricts importation of intact cats. Critics argue 

the language may be too broad and could affect responsible indoor owners, hobby breeders, and 

even travelers.  (Hoodline) The exemptions as written are difficult to navigate and create uncertainty 

for cat owners traveling to Hawaii. 

While this bill singles out cats while ignoring dogs, it has come to our attention the Hawaiian 

Humane Society intends to propose amendments to include dogs to this bill.  Should this committee 

decide to adopt an amendment to include dogs, this would be unfair to the canine community 



stakeholders who have not been involved in the prior proceedings of this bill.  We respectfully 

request that dogs not be included in this bill. 

Some testifiers questioned why there were no requirements that dogs be sterilized at an 

appropriate age, if dogs are included in the spay and neuter fund  (The Garden Island) , noting that 

overpopulation of dogs also causes serious harm in rural areas. Applying sterilization mandates 

exclusively to cats — while drawing funds from a broader pet overpopulation account — is 

inconsistent and opens the bill to legal challenge on equal treatment grounds. 

The TNR conflict remains unresolved. 

Money from the special fund could not be used to spay or neuter free-roaming cats that are re-

released to the environment  (Star-Advertiser) , which directly conflicts with Honolulu County’s 
established Trap-Neuter-Return-Manage (TNRM) program. Counties have invested significant 

resources in community-based cat management. This provision would effectively defund the very 

approach that many counties currently rely upon, with no viable replacement at scale. 

A Better Path Forward 

The Spay and Neuter Special Fund, the income tax check-off provision, and public education efforts 

are the parts of this bill that will actually work — and they deserve to pass on their own merits. I 

urge the Committee to separate the fund provisions from the mandatory sterilization and import 

prohibition requirements, and to study the latter with adequate time for input from veterinarians, 

county officials, cat owners, and community caregivers before imposing criminal penalties. 

For these reasons, I respectfully request that this Committee hold or amend HB 1736 HD2 to remove 

the mandatory sterilization and import prohibition requirements.

On behalf of the Hawaiian Humane Society, thank you for considering our support for 

House Bill 1736, House Draft 2, which establishes the Spay and Neuter Special Fund to 

reduce pet overpopulation, including the free-roaming cat population, and authorizes 

an income tax designation to provide revenues into the special fund; requires cats over 

five months of age to be surgically sterilized unless covered by an intact cat declaration, 

and conditions the importation of intact cats on state and county declaration 

requirements, with certain exceptions; and appropriates funds.  

There is a clear public interest in reducing the harms caused by pet overpopulation and 

the number of Free-Roaming cats and this measure seeks to address that public interest. 

Demand for spay/neuter services exceeds access to such services throughout the state. 

Having a statewide funding source would allow providers to ramp up their operations to 

meet this demand.  

We are requesting several amendments to further strengthen the bill.  

The changes in Section 1 address concerns about being able to use the collected funds for 

cat spay/neuter at all as shelters and foster-based rescues cannot control what a pet 

owner will do once a cat is adopted.   

Changes in Section 2 apply the spay/neuter import requirement to dogs as well as cats. 

This requirement was previously heard and passed by the committee on Agriculture and 

Environment as SB3012. Unfortunately, that bill did not get the JDC/WAM hearing that it  
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needed to advance. Changes to this section also remove the requirement that veterinary 

exemptions be renewed annually. That is not a requirement anywhere else in ordinance 

or statute where veterinary exemptions are mentioned. 

The final changes in Section 2 reduce the penalties to be in line with fines for offenses like 

stray dogs and the Honolulu cat sterilization ordinance.  

We want to acknowledge the work that the bill sponsor has put into this measure, 

particularly in reducing the administrative burden on the state Department of Agriculture 

and Biosecurity, as well as minimizing the requirements of cat fanciers who want to 

import and protect specific breeds.  

This measure has benefits for animal welfare, native wildlife and the environment. We 

urge the committees to lend their strong support. Mahalo for your consideration.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

  

     SECTION 1.  Chapter 36, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by 

adding a new section to part I to be appropriately designated and to 

read as follows: 

     "§36-     Spay and neuter special fund.  (a)  There is 

established in the state treasury the spay and neuter special fund to 

be administered by the department of budget and finance.   Moneys 

received by the department of budget and finance from: 
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(1)  State income tax refund designations to the special fund pursuant 

to section 235-102.5(e); and 

     (2)  Legislative appropriations, private gifts or donations, and 

other sources, shall be deposited into the special fund.  All interest 

earned or accrued on moneys deposited into the special fund shall 

become part of the special fund. 

     (b)  The director of finance shall disburse moneys from the 

special fund quarterly to the counties.  The amount disbursed shall be 

prorated based on each county's share of the state population.  The 

counties shall expend the disbursed funds to reduce pet 

overpopulation, including the free-roaming cat population, by 

providing spaying and neutering surgery and associated veterinary 

care; provided that spayed or neutered animals shall not be re-

released into the environment; provided further that placement into a 

fully enclosed cat sanctuary shall not be considered re-release into 

the environment. 

(c) Animals spayed or neutered using these funds must be adopted 

into homes or placed into a fully enclosed cat sanctuary. The 

residential or sanctuary address where an animal will reside must be 

recorded at the time of spay/neuter or adoption. Pet owners seeking 

spay/neuter services may not access these funds more than three times 

in a 12-month period." 

     SECTION 2.  Chapter 143, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by 

adding a new section to be appropriately designated and to read as 

follows: 

     "§143-     Cat sterilization.  (a)  It shall be unlawful for any 

person to: 
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(1)  Own a cat over the age of five months, unless the cat is 

surgically sterilized or covered by a valid intact cat declaration 

filed with the applicable county animal control authority or its 

contractor pursuant to subsection (b)(3); or 

     (2)  Bring a cat or dog over the age of five months that is not 

surgically sterilized into the State unless the importer files a 

declaration with the department of agriculture and biosecurity upon 

arrival, in a form determined by the department, and the department 

forwards the declaration to the applicable county animal control 

authority in the county where the cat or dog will be housed.  A 

declaration filed with the department of agriculture and biosecurity 

pursuant to this paragraph shall not authorize a cat or dog to be at 

large and shall not substitute for any declaration required by the 

applicable county animal control authority.  Any imported intact cat 

or dog shall be declared with the applicable county animal control 

authority or its contractor within fourteen days after importation. 

     (b)  An animal cat may be exempt from the sterilization 

requirement under subsection (a) if: 

     (1)  A duly licensed veterinarian certifies in writing that the 

cat or dog is not suitable for sterilization due to health or age 

considerations; provided that the certification shall be applicable 

for a period of up to one year, as specified in writing by the 

veterinarian, and contain the veterinarian's license number; 

     (2)  Arrangements have been made to sterilize the cat within 

sixty days after the date the person assumes ownership of the cat and 

the cat is sterilized within that sixty-day period; or 
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(3)  The owner of the cat submits an intact cat declaration to the 

applicable county animal control authority or its contractor.  The 

applicable county animal control authority may administer an intact 

cat declaration process for cats already in the State and shall charge 

a fee of $100 per declaration.  Fees collected pursuant to this 

paragraph shall be retained by the applicable county animal control 

authority and may be used without restriction. 

     (c)  Any declaration required under this section, including a 

declaration filed with the department of agriculture and biosecurity 

and an intact cat declaration filed with the applicable county animal 

control authority or its contractor, shall include, at minimum: 

     (1)  The name and address or contact information of the owner; 

     (2)  The county in which the cat or dog will be housed; and 

     (3)  The cat or dog's microchip number or other unique 

identifier, and any additional information required by the department 

of agriculture and biosecurity or the applicable county animal control 

authority.  The department of agriculture and biosecurity and 

applicable county animal control authority shall provide a record of 

the declaration that may be used for enforcement purposes. 

     (d)  Any person violating this section shall be fined no less 

than $500 $50 and no more than $1,000 $100 per violation per cat. 

     (e)  For the purposes of this section, "county animal control 

authority" means the county agency that enforces animal control or the 

county's contracted society or organization for animal control." 



 

  

 
 

Testimony of American Bird Conservancy

Chairs Gabbard and Wakai, Vice Chairs Richards and Chang, and Members of the 

Committees: 

 

On behalf of American Bird Conservancy and our members throughout Hawai‘i, we are 

writing to express our strong support for HB 1736_HD2.  

 
Although cats (Felis catus) can make wonderful pets, Hawai‘i is experiencing a cat 

overpopulation crisis that puts cats, other domestic animals, wildlife, and human 

communities at risk. To foster a healthy and safe environment for people and animals, 

it is essential that Hawai‘i incentivize and support responsible cat ownership 

behaviors, including spaying or neutering pet cats.      

 

Key components of this bill include: 

1. A requirement that all pet cats above a certain age be spayed or neutered, with 

certain exceptions; and 

2. Financial support for reducing the cat overpopulation, including free-roaming cats, 
that is consistent with reducing environmental and public health risks. 

The spaying or neutering of pet cats is highly popular among all Hawai‘i residents, 

including cat owners. Research of Hawai‘i residents conducted by Griffith University in 

2024 found that two-thirds of respondents supported making pet cat sterilization 

mandatory. Spaying or neutering pet cats not only benefits the cat and owner but also 

eliminates undesirable breeding, which contributes to the cat overpopulation and resulting 

environmental and public health risks. Critically, any free-roaming cats sterilized using the 

Spay and Neuter Special Fund cannot be released into the environment.  

 

Cat Overpopulation Risks 

Cats are an invasive species in Hawai‘i that have contributed to the extinction of two 

endemic Hawaiian species, the Lānaʻi Hookbill and Moho (Hawaiian Rail), and the decline 
of countless others. Research has repeatedly shown that cats are a major threat to Hawaiʻi’s 
unique birds, such as A̒ o̒ (Newell’s Shearwater) and U̒ a̒u (Hawaiian Petrel), two species 

which have experienced 94% and 78% population declines, respectively.

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Cats can also carry a large number of infectious parasites and diseases that put people and 

wildlife at risk. For example, Toxoplasma gondii, the parasite that causes toxoplasmosis in 

birds and mammals, is excreted in cat feces. A single cat can excrete up to hundreds of 

millions of T. gondii eggs (called “oocysts”) into the environment via its feces, and these 

oocysts remain infectious for months to years. This parasite is a serious risk for 

Hawai‘i’s wildlife, including Hawaiian Monk Seals, and has long been recognized as a 

public health risk in the state. Infections in people can cause miscarriages, fetal 

deformities, blindness, organ failure, and death, to name a few of the many harms.  

 

HB 1736_HD2 is an essential and common-sense strategy to reduce the cat overpopulation 

in Hawai‘i that is consistent with animal welfare, wildlife conservation, and public health 

and safety goals. This bill will encourage responsible cat ownership, reduce risks for 
Hawai‘i’s residents, both people and animals, and is the type of action supported by a broad 

coalition of organizations, such as:

RE: Opposition to the Inclusion of Dogs in HB 1736 
 

Dear Chair Gabbard, Chair Wakai, and Members of the AEN and EIG Committees,:   
 
The American Kennel Club (AKC) writes today on behalf of our 41 Hawaii based kennel clubs and the many responsible 
dog owners in the state to respectfully in opposition to any amendment to House Bill 1736 that would extend its 
mandatory sterilization requirements to dogs. The AKC is the nation’s oldest and largest purebred dog registry, 
dedicated to the promotion of responsible dog ownership, the preservation of purebred breeds, and the health and 
welfare of all dogs. While the AKC does not take a position on the provisions of HB 1736 as they pertain exclusively to 
cats, we are compelled to act if proposed amendments seek to bring dogs within the scope of this legislation. 
 
The AKC strongly opposes mandatory spay/neuter policies for dogs as a matter of principle and evidence-based policy. 
No state in the United States has enacted a statewide mandatory spay/neuter law for dogs — and for good reason. 
Decades of experience at the state and local level have demonstrated that these mandates are ineffective at reducing 
shelter intake, difficult to enforce, and impose significant burdens on responsible dog owners and breeders. The 
scientific and veterinary communities have increasingly recognized that early or mandatory sterilization can carry 
serious health consequences for dogs—including increased risks of certain cancers. Responsible owners and their 
veterinarians are best positioned to make individualized health decisions for their animals. 
 
Critically, the Hawaii Legislature has already considered and rejected substantially similar proposals targeting dogs 
during this very legislative session. House Bill 1594, which would have mandated sterilization documentation as a 
condition of importing dogs into the State, was deferred by the House Committee on Agriculture & Food Systems 
following significant opposition; Senate Bill 3012, the companion measure, similarly did not advance. Amending HB 1736 
to include dogs would effectively circumvent this deliberate legislative outcome and reintroduce a policy that 
lawmakers have already declined to pursue this session. 
 
The stated purpose of HB 1736 is to address Hawaii’s free-roaming cat overpopulation crisis. Dogs do not present the 
same free-roaming overpopulation dynamic, and extending this legislation to dogs would represent a significant and 
unjustified expansion of the bill’s original scope. Applying a one-size-fits-all sterilization mandate to dogs would penalize 
responsible owners and disrupt the activities of high-quality breeders. 
 
The AKC supports evidence-based approaches to reducing animal overpopulation that emphasize voluntary access to 
low-cost spay/neuter services and community education initiatives that promote responsible ownership.  
 
For these reasons, the AKC respectfully urges the Legislature to reject any amendment to HB 1736 that would subject 
dogs to mandatory sterilization requirements. We ask that this measure be kept within its original scope and that any 
future proposals regarding dogs be addressed through a separate, deliberate legislative process that allows for full and 
proper consideration. We appreciate the opportunity to provide testimony and welcome further dialogue on the AKC’s 
policies and recommendations.

Relating to Animal Control / Spay and Neuter Programs 

Aloha Chair, Vice Chair, and Members of the Committee, 

My name is Greg Puʻuwai Aloha Baker, founder of Hawaiʻi Animal Advocacy and Hawai'i 
island resident of 23 years. Mahalo for the opportunity to provide testimony on HB1736. 

I support the goal of HB1736 to expand access to spay and neuter services across Hawaiʻi. 
Increasing access to sterilization is an important step toward preventing unwanted litters, 

reducing abandonment, and addressing cat overpopulation over time. 

However, I respectfully request one important amendment to ensure the bill can achieve its 

intended population management goals. 

The current language prohibits sterilized cats funded through the program from being 

returned to their colony or territory. While this provision may have been intended to 

address concerns about outdoor cats, it unintentionally prevents sterilization programs 

from reaching the population where reproduction actually occurs. 

Animal population science consistently recognizes three key principles relevant to this issue. 

First, population growth is driven primarily by reproduction. When births exceed deaths, 

populations increase. Sterilization programs reduce reproduction and therefore represent one of 

the most reliable long-term tools for stabilizing and gradually reducing animal populations. 

Second, cats are territorial animals. When territorial animals are removed from an area while 

habitat and food resources remain available, new animals often move into the same territory. 

This replacement dynamic means that removal alone may produce only temporary reductions in 

population unless reproduction is also reduced. 

Third, sterilized animals retain territorial behavior but can no longer reproduce. When 

sterilized cats remain in their territory, they occupy the available habitat while preventing new 

intact cats from moving in and breeding. Over time, as sterilized cats age and die naturally, the 

population gradually declines. 



These principles explain why sterilization programs for free-roaming cats typically involve three 

steps: 

• humane trapping 

• sterilization and vaccination 

• return to the original territory 

This approach allows programs to reach the outdoor population where reproduction 

occurs while preventing future breeding. 

If sterilized cats cannot be returned to their territory, the only alternatives become adoption, 

permanent sanctuary placement, or euthanasia. In practice, these options cannot accommodate 

the large numbers of free-roaming cats that exist in human landscapes. 

Many free-roaming cats are not socialized for adoption. Sanctuary space is extremely limited. As 

a result, prohibiting return can significantly limit the number of outdoor cats that sterilization 

programs are able to process. 

When sterilization programs cannot reach outdoor populations, reproduction continues and 

population growth persists. 

For counties and animal control systems, this also raises fiscal and operational considerations. 

Housing large numbers of unsocialized cats in shelters can create substantial costs associated 

with space, staffing, veterinary care, and euthanasia services. In contrast, sterilization programs 

that allow cats to remain in their colony prevent reproduction while avoiding many of these 

ongoing costs. 

In many communities, volunteer colony caretakers provide food and monitoring at little or no 

cost to local government, further reducing public expense. 

Effective policy also recognizes that not all cats occupy the same environments. 

In Hawaiʻi there are generally three different cat populations: 

• pet cats living in homes 

• community cats living in human landscapes such as neighborhoods, farms, and 
commercial areas 

• feral cats in remote or sensitive wildlife habitats 

HB1736’s expansion of spay and neuter services primarily addresses pet cats and 
community cats living in human landscapes. These are the populations where sterilization 

programs are most commonly used to reduce reproduction. 

Sensitive wildlife habitats may require different management tools directed by 

conservation agencies. Distinguishing between these environments allows policymakers to 

apply appropriate strategies in each setting. 



Allowing sterilized community cats to return to their territory after surgery ensures that 

sterilization programs can reach the outdoor population where reproduction occurs. Without this 

ability, the sterilization fund proposed by HB1736 may not achieve its intended population 

management goals. 

For these reasons, I respectfully request that HB1736 be amended to allow sterilized community 

cats to be returned to their colony or territory following surgery when appropriate. 

This small change would align the bill with established population management principles and 

help ensure that the state’s investment in sterilization programs can effectively reduce cat 
overpopulation over time.

The Big Island Invasive Species Committee would like to express strong support for 
HB1736, which establishes the Spay and Neuter Special Fund. In Hawaiʻi, as in many other 
island environments, cats are a very destructive invasive species that pose a significant 
threat to our native wildlife. Many of our native endangered animals, found nowhere else 
in the world but here, are directly threatened by the presence of cats on the landscape. 
Cats prey on vulnerable native birds and spread diseases like toxoplasmosis, which has 
already contributed to the deaths of several nēnē and Hawaiian monk seals. 
 
On Hawaiʻi Island, many low-income and working-class families would greatly benefit 
from improved access to spay/neuter surgery for their family pets. Pet overpopulation has 
been a severe issue on our island for decades. Thanks to the good work of Hawai’i Island 
Humane Society (HIHS) and other animal welfare organizations, the demand for 
spay/neuter has increased, but unfortunately, the supply has not.  
 
We believe that the key to ending the problem of unwanted cats is to “turn off the tap” – 
stop the flow at its source, sterilizing all pet cats and dogs and encouraging that these 
domestic pets remain where they belong, in a household. Establishing the Spay and Neuter 
Special Fund as outlined in HB1736 will play a vital role in humanely addressing this issue 
and reducing the number of free-roaming cats, thereby protecting both our native wildlife 
and our communities. 
 
We urge you to support HB1736 in order to protect native wildlife in Hawai’i and help 
address the urgent issue of pet overpopulation.

Aloha, my name is Jonnetta Peters, Executive Director of Conservation Council for Hawai‘I (CCH), a non-profit conservation 
organization whose mission is to protect and save native species and their habitat, with members locally and on the mainland. CCH is 
the Hawai‘I affiliate of the National Wildlife Federation, with 51 other US state and territorial affiliates. CCH STRONGLY SUPPORT 
HB1736 HD2, to require the sterilization of all pet cats by the age of 5 months (with certain exceptions) and to establish 
a funding mechanism to help cat owners spay or neuter their cats. 
 
This measure will reduce the free roaming feral cat population in Hawaiʻi.   Cats are a key factor in the decline of our endangered 
Hawaiian waterbirds, endangered seabirds and other native wildlife.  Cats depredate during the lifecycle of the bird, meaning it will 
eat the eggs, hatchling, as well as adult birds.  Our endemic and native forest birds and seabirds are at great risk. 
 
Human health is also at stake. Outdoor feral cats pose a health risk to humans, as they are a vector for toxoplasmosis (Aguirre et al., 
2019), which is spread through cat feces. Toxoplamosis is dangerous to humans, where it causes miscarriage (Kheirandish, et al., 
2019), birth defects, and can be fatal.  Our beloved Hawaiian Monk Seals, Hawaiian Spinner Dolphins (NOAA, 2020) and Humpback 
Whales are also at risk, as toxoplasmosis can, and does, kill marine mammals. 
 
This measure will reduce the feral cat population and protect the delicate balance of our ecosystems in the isolated Hawaiian Islands; 
this is essential for the threatened and endangered birds, which are legally protected by the Federal and State of Hawai‘i’s 
Endangered Species Act. There is no time left; birds are declining now - we need to act.  

 
Therefore, I respectfully urge the Committee to PASS HB1736 HD2.  Mahalo nui for the opportunity to testify.

Humane World for Animals encourages policymakers to advance programs that expand 

resources, strengthen community support, and build a more inclusive and equitable 

animal-welfare system by investing in the infrastructure that makes spay/neuter services reliably 

accessible across the state. Increasing sterilization rates depends on removing the barriers that 

prevent many residents from obtaining timely veterinary care. Hawaiʻi residents consistently 
demonstrate strong support for protecting companion animals, and this legislation offers 

taxpayers a voluntary, constructive way to contribute to a fund that delivers essential sterilization 

and veterinary services for cats and dogs in need. When services are within reach and costs are 

reduced, more animals are sterilized, shelter intake declines, and communities benefit from 

healthier, safer, and more humane conditions. 

  

Cost is only one barrier to accessing spay/neuter services; those services must also be available, 

attainable, and affordable for the communities they are intended to serve. Two provisions in 

HB 1736 raise significant concern because they work against the bill’s stated goals. The first is 
the mandate that all adult cats be sterilized, and the second is the exclusion of free-roaming cats 

from eligibility for spay/neuter funding. Both measures risk limiting access rather than 

expanding it, particularly for the populations most in need of support. 

  

Punitive measures such as legally mandated spay and neuter have not proven to be effective in 

managing animal populations. Too often these measures place fines on pet owners already 

struggling financially, remove pets from loving families and increase the burden on local animal 

shelters. Making spay and neuter services more affordable is the better option and should be 

implemented without the mandate in order to enable residents to voluntarily sterilize their cats. 

  

The truth is that most people want to do the right thing and are not ideologically opposed to 

sterilization but simply lack the resources to do so. This is particularly true for those who find 

themselves caring for a large number of free-roaming cats. Unable to get enough of the cats 



sterilized in a timely manner, the cats continue to reproduce, making the goal of reducing the 

population even more of a challenge. When funding is made available to cover the cost of 

sterilization, organizations which deliver these services to communities can be more effective in 

their outreach efforts. Unfortunately, HB 1736 prohibits applying the spay/neuter fund to animals 

that will be returned to their outdoor homes. This is a missed opportunity to target the animals 

responsible for a large proportion of the kittens born each year. It is a fallacy to assume that 

limiting spay/neuter subsidies to cats who are not returned outdoors will result in those 

free-roaming cats disappearing from the environment. In reality, these cats will remain outside, 

intact, and continue reproducing. They will not simply cease to exist, despite claims from 

opponents of trap-neuter-return programs who suggest otherwise. 

  

Veterinary clinics in Hawaiʻi are already operating beyond their capacity, and the current 
workforce shortage makes it unrealistic to expect they could absorb the additional demand 

created by HB 1736. The bill offers no clear path for how residents would comply under these 

constraints, nor does it outline any practical mechanism for enforcement. At the same time, cat 

owners are unlikely to benefit from the spay/neuter fund if the law takes effect before the fund is 

adequately capitalized and grants are distributed. In effect, the legislation asks communities to 

meet requirements before the necessary infrastructure and resources exist—truly a case of 

putting the cart before the horse. 

  

Humane World for Animals respectfully requests that committee adopt the spay and neuter 

funding program without exceptions for free-roaming cats and without the mandate for 

sterilization of adult cats.

In Support of HB 1736 – Relating to Cat Sterilization & Bird Protection 
 
Dear Chairs Wakai and Gabbard, Vice Chairs Chang and Richards, and AEN/EIG Committee Members, 

 
Aloha.  We urge you to support HB 1736. This legislation would require all pet cats to be spayed or 

neutered, with reasonable exceptions, and would enable private donations to support pet cat 

sterilization efforts statewide. Cats make wonderful pets, but cat overpopulation has reached a crisis 

level and poses a serious threat to Hawaiʻi’s native wildlife.  

 

Fewer than about 700 ʻAlae ‘ula remain, yet we’re told that in just four years, feral cats killed over 250 

native waterbirds at Hanalei National Wildlife Refuge alone. Free-roaming cats contributed to the 

extinctions of many of our unique birds such as the Lānaʻi Hookbill and Moho (Hawaiian Rail).  Now 

they threaten the existence of Palila, ʻAʻo (Newell’s Shearwater), and ʻUʻau (Hawaiian Petrel), and 

nearly all remaining native bird species. Hawai i̒ Audubon Society directly witnesses these impacts, as 

feral cats prey on U‘au kani (Wedge-tailed Shearwaters) at our Freeman Seabird Preserve at Black 

Point in Kahala, Oʻahu. 
 

As an introduced predator, roaming cats too frequently kill Hawai‘i’s native birds, spread infectious 

parasites and diseases, and create challenges for local communities. HB 1736 represents a step 

forward. By preventing negligent and unintended cat breeding, an essential step to cat population 

management, this bill would benefit cats, wildlife, and communities across the state — while also 

reducing strains on animal control services.

While it is absolutely important to get pets fixed - the more likely cats to be causing 

environmental impacts and effecting wildlife are COMMUNITY cats -- and the proven way to 

humanely reduce those populations is TNR. 

 

Most community cats of reproductive age are NOT cats you could just scoop up into adoption 

programs. There is no real place to PUT these cats once they are fixed.  

 

I represent Surf Cat Ranch which is a cat sanctuary on Maui. The population at our place is 

maxed out and sadly we cannot continue to take new resident cats. We help with the ones who 

are adoptable and need a landing pad while we work on sending them to mainland rescues for 

adoption, but it is RARE for those to come from colonies ready to become house cats.  

 

We need to take action to help our community cat population for so many reasons that different 

people are passionate about whether they are cat lovers or cat haters. We ALL should be able to 

agree that a FIXED community cat is MUCH better than one reproducing at a rate of up to 4 

litters a year for females over 4 moths old.

HB1736 HD2 contains language that would make it illegal for cat caretakers to 

Trap/Neuter/Return/Manage colonies of feral cats, if they take advantage of the proposed 

funding. 

The good component would assist with cat over population, but the language inserted in the 

Finance Committee, would require any cat fixed to be placed in a sanctuary or an enclosed 

cattery. That is absolutely unfeasible. 

The outcome would be a death sentence for many many cats. TNRM is effective, although 

its deterrents would say otherwise. Cats are demonized citing  toxoplasmosis.  Necropsies -CoD 

of Monk Seals  are frequently unveriable due to advanced decomposition.  

Hawai'iCat Friends, one of the oldest catsterilization NGOs in Hawai'i, using an all volunteer 

crew, neutered over 7,000 feral cats in 2025, at no cost to the caretakers.  

What would help with finding homes for both cats and dogs is SB3011, which would allow 

responsible pet owners in public housing.

By 

removing cats, you create a vacuum effect, allowing new unfixed cats to move in breed out of 

control. These scientific facts have been established for decades. This strategy is called TNRM, 

Trap, neuter, return, manage and has worked successfully in over 500 major cities worldwide as 

the ONLY SOLUTION to solving a cat over population crisis. 

We, as an all-volunteer group, have been successfully stabilizing the Lahaina cat over population 

crisis using TNRM for nearly 20 years now. We have witnessed great outcomes for the 

community, as far less dead and starving animals are seen in our beautiful tourism Mecca.  A 

small handful of volunteers have sacrificed plenty for Hawaii to help make these solutions 

happen for West Maui. Tying their hands without providing ample resources (food, TNR, 

supplies) and not allowing colony cats to return to their areas will prove to be very 

counterproductive very quickly and will create escalated cat overpopulation problems for 

decades to come.  

Please research strategies from major cities that have solved their cat crisis (Tokyo, Austin, San 

Francisco...) and you will find proven, long-term and humane solutions exist that will benefit 

everyone.

Our organization serves as the nonprofit Friends Group that supports 
the environmental and wildlife conservation, historic preservation and community education programs 
of the Kauaʻi National Wildlife Refuge Complex, which includes Kīlauea Point NWR, Hanalei NWR and 
Hulēʻia NWR. 
 
Within these precious protected lands, which are administered by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, our 
colleagues work tirelessly to protect, preserve, support, study and advocate for the threatened and 
endangered native Hawaiian birds that need our support and protection. Feral cats remain a constant 
threat to the seabirds and wetland birds that evolved on this beautiful island without defenses against 
mammalian predators. Cats were introduced by humans, and I believe that it is our job, as stewards of 
this place, to work together to reduce the population of these predators. Feral and free roaming cats 
living freely across our island are inconsistent with the delicate balance of our island ecosystem. They 
can live for up to 15 years predating upon threatened and endangered native birds, even while being 
fed by well-meaning community members. 
 
I have personally seen footage of feral cats predating upon native birds at Hanalei NWR. It is truly 
heartbreaking to see defenseless chicks and their parents taken from their nest on federally protected 
land by feral cats that are regularly dumped and fed in Princeville by community members. This bill will 
help reduce the incidence of these terrible experiences and help us make our refuges, and our entire 
island, safer for birds like the koloa (Hawaiian Duck) and the ‘alae ‘ula (Hawaiian Common Gallinule). 
Kauaʻi is home to 90% of the remaining genetically pure koloa and there are fewer than 700 individual 
‘alae ‘ula left in our world. These birds are on the brink of collapse and they need our help.  
 
We respectfully request that you vote in support of HB1736, which will work to help reduce feral cat 
populations across our island. 
 
On behalf of our wildlife conservation partners, public health advocates and concerned community 
members who care deeply about the health and vitality of our delicate island ecosystem, mahalo nui 
loa! We deeply appreciate all that you and your colleagues do to support the health and safety of our 
islands, and the wildlife that we share them with.

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Comments:  

I agree that Hawaiʻi has a serious feral cat problem, and establishing a spay and neuter fund is a 
positive step. However, this bill places a mandate on pet owners without addressing the real 

barrier—cost. 

Many people adopt cats for companionship and emotional support. Yet veterinary care in 

Hawaiʻi is expensive, and the cost of spaying or neutering varies widely between clinics. As 
demand increases, prices continue to rise. Mandating that all cats be spayed or neutered by five 

months of age, without regulating cost or ensuring access, places an unfair burden on responsible 

pet owners. 

When government requires a service people cannot afford, unintended consequences can follow. 

Some owners may avoid veterinary care altogether, while others may abandon cats that are not 

fixed or vaccinated. This could actually increase the feral population and create additional public 

health concerns. 

Hawaiʻi has seen how well-intentioned solutions can create new problems. When the state faced 

a rat problem and introduced the mongoose to control it, the plan failed because the two animals 

had different sleep cycles. Rats remained plentiful, and mongoose became another problem. The 

original issue was never solved. 

If the state requires spay and neuter, it must also ensure the service is affordable and accessible. 

Spay and neuter services should be free or price-regulated with transparent fees so the public can 

realistically comply. 

A mandate without affordability will not solve the problem. Access and cost control will. 
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Comments:  

I am, Vivian Toellner, one of many volunteers with Petfix Hawaii, a high volume no cost dog 

and cat - spay and neuter clinic on the Island of Hawai’i. 

This bill could simply provide much needed funds for free / low cost clinics 

across the State.

I stand in strong opposition to HB1736 HD2. 

  

Let’s be clear—this bill is being marketed as a cat issue, but it opens the door to regulating all 

pets, including dogs. That is not transparent. That is a policy shift being pushed under the radar. 

  

This measure forces responsible owners into a government registry, requires them to pay $100 

per intact animal, and threatens fines up to $1,000 per pet. That is not responsible policy—it is 

government overreach into private property and lawful ownership. 

  

It also creates a broken system of enforcement. The Hawaiian Humane Society only operates on 

Oʻahu, while other counties use different organizations or manage animal control themselves. 
This guarantees inconsistent rules, unequal enforcement, and confusion across the state. 

  

There is no credible evidence that mandatory sterilization laws like this reduce overpopulation. 

What they actually do is drive noncompliance and punish the very people who already act 

responsibly. 

  

If the goal is to reduce overpopulation, invest in access, education, and enforcement of existing 

laws—not sweeping mandates and penalties.

Aloha kakou. It is with great disappointment that I write this testimony. This bill has gone from 

being about sterizling cats to sneakily adding sterilzing dogs. How can the community trust in 

the government process if itʻs law makers, the people we vote to speak on our behalf, do devious 

things? Be forthcoming and allow us our opportunity to voice our opinions. Be gracious enough 

to say maybe youʻre not on the right path and work with the community to find solutions. 
Sterlizing any animal, even human has major health and behavioral risks. Having it done in an 

animalʻs infancy is outrageous. Puppies and kittens need to be allowed time to mature and grow 
in order to do so properly. Itʻs mindblowing that officials feel the importation of animals are the 
biggest issue in the overpopulation of animals. 

Majority of the problem are the strays living on the street or homeless camps. Dogs and cats 

being bred to sell their offspring for money. Whether itʻs for food or drugs. Then thereʻs the 
issue of the dogs being dumped on the street by military personnel who are PCSing/leaving, 

community members moving out of the state, or those who no longer have the time or means to 

care for their animals.  

So many community members do their part and adopt animals from the Hawaiian Humane 

Soceity with little to no knowledge of how to care or get help for a dog with behavior issues. 

Issues from puppies these owners have adopted from 6-8 weeks old and are now seeing elevated 

behavior issues steming from their bodyʻs lack of maturing naturally. When the Hawaiian 
Humane Soceity stopped their spay/neuter partnerships with veternarians, there was an uptick in 

strays. The ridiculous amount veternarians are charging to spay/neuter has left a lot of owners 

with no where to turn to. HHS waitlist is months long. The process of having to look day after 

day to see if they will open more slots.  

Moving on to the animals whose owners want to compete in AKC or other sanctioned events. 

Punishing the owners who not only have the means to have their specific animal used for their 

sport or competion. The hurdles and obstacles being put forth by this bill, having to register and 

get approval to receive my animal. Me, a tax paying and law abiding citizen. We are the ones 

being punished for the lack of enforcement in the community. Targeting the easiest does not 

seem fair. We already have to complete the rabies requirement and pay an exhuberant amount of 

money to get our animal here. Losing out on valuable bonding time because we wonʻt receive 
our cat/dog until itʻs 6 months old. This bill does nothing but check the easiest box and its not 
fair. 



Start with getting in the community. Stop allowing mentally ill or houseless people to dictate 

whether their animal can be spayed or neutered. Hold community members accountable for 

upholding their breederʻs contract of requiring their cat/dog to be spayed/neutered 12-18 months. 

Courts see animals as property. They wonʻt enforce a breederʻs contract to spay/neuter after 
purchase. Something is wrong with that when an owner voluntarily enters a contract. They 

should be held to it.  

There is so much more that needs to be done. Trying to pass a rushed bill is not it. Truly open up 

discussion with the community. We want to help. We want to stop the overpopulation of all 

animals. We need and want to be included at the table. Letʻs practice laulima, many hands

I, Nitya Bull,  respectfully submit this testimony in opposition to HB1594, which proposes 
mandatory sterilization of all imported animals to Hawaiʻi and the establishment of a breeder 
registry. While I fully support responsible pet ownership, animal welfare, and efforts to address 
overpopulation, this bill applies an overly broad mandate that fails to account for ethical, 
health-screened, and preservation-focused breeding programs. Mandatory sterilization of all 
imports would eliminate the ability to introduce new, carefully selected bloodlines that are vital 
for maintaining genetic diversity, breed health, and responsible companion animal development 
within the state. It would also disproportionately impact small, law-abiding breeders, exhibitors, 
and working animal programs who already operate under strict veterinary, quarantine, and 
import compliance standards. 

Furthermore, this measure risks unintended economic and community consequences, including 
limiting consumer choice, driving responsible breeding practices underground, and increasing 
reliance on unregulated sources. Hawaiʻi’s existing animal importation and rabies quarantine 
protocols are already among the most stringent in the nation and effectively safeguard public 
health. Rather than imposing blanket sterilization, the State should pursue balanced, 
evidence-based solutions such as stronger enforcement of animal cruelty laws, expanded 
access to voluntary spay/neuter programs, and targeted education initiatives that address 
irresponsible ownership without penalizing ethical breeders and preservation efforts. For these 
reasons, I urge the committee to oppose HB1594 in its current form.

Good afternoon, 

I’m here today to provide comments on HB 1736, regarding animal control, on behalf of A4A 

Hawaii.  A4A Hawaii is a 501 c3 organization which is comprised of an all-volunteer network of 

people who use their own resources, energy and efforts to place unwanted and abandoned cats 

and dogs into loving homes.  We are located primarily on the east side of Hawaii island   While 

we have an active dog placement program, today I want to focus on cats.  We take in cats and get 

them spayed or neutered through local resources like PetFix and Good Karma.  We test them for 

FIV and Feline leukemia.  We work with local veterinarians to get injuries treated.  We get cats 

their shots. We get them microchipped. A4A cats are adopted at events all over the east side and 

we maintain the cubbies at the Hilo Petco.  We have a foster-based system, not a shelter 

facility.  At this moment, I have 8 cats that live in my garage in various stages of treatment to 

prepare them for adoption.  We are very successful with what we do. 

For years, those of us in the animal rescue community have asked for the state to create a 

spay/neuter fund.  Sadly, this bill as currently written is terribly flawed and will do little to 

achieve the goals that those concerned about cat overpopulation and its impact on the 

environment say they wish to accomplish.  We need the ability to spay or neuter every cat, 

regardless of its location or circumstances.  We do not need to make this process burdensome for 

those folks who do the hard work of removing cats from unsafe environments and placing them 

in homes. 

I’m testifying on this bill because I believe that it, if amended, could be a positive resource.  The 

fine section on intact cats is ridiculously high as written.  The provision that fees collected under 

an intact cat declaration should be restricted to use by animal control authorities, not simply used 

for whatever purpose a county wishes.  Further, dog packs are also a problem and imported dogs 

should be subject to the same sterilization provisions as imported cats.  I understand that Hawaii 

Humane Society will be requesting several amendments.  Please support them. 

Please amend this bill to address the weaknesses in it.  The animal welfare community is a 

positive compassionate group of caring individuals who love the animals on our planet.  Please 

listen to us.  Together we can protect the environment and all the creatures who live in it.

Aloha Chairs and members of the two committees. I strongly support HB1736, as the 

proliferation of uncontrolled cats poses a mortal threat to the survival of several of our precious 

endemic species. As stewards of this land, it is our kuleana to do what is necessary to ensure the 

survival of the natural treasures that were present in these islands when we arrived. I urge you, 

however, to amend this bill to remove section 143(2)b3, which allows any cat owner to submit a 

declaration that exempts the cat from the provisions of the bill for a nominal fee. May I submit a 

declaration to exempt myself from other laws of the state, such as the duty to pay taxes, register 

my vehicle, or obtain a permit for my firearm? As a cat owner, I do not believe that I, or any 

other resident of Hawaii, should be able to just exempt ourselves from the requirement to protect 

our natural heritage from one of the most serious threats facing our native wildlife. Mahalo for 

considering my viewpoint, and please pass HB1736.

I support mandataory requirement of spay/ neuter of cats especially for feral  colonies and 

outdoor cats. Abandonment and dumping of owned unwanted cats , mostly unfixed at cat 

colonies  is rampant in Maui The single most important thing that we can do to save cats  from 

all the suffering and death that their overpopulation causes is to spay and neuter them. 

Ultimately, spay and neuter reduce human-animal conflict, reduces shelter intake, and relieves 

the burden on animal shelters to euthanize unwanted pets. I would hope the passage of this bill 

whould open more high volume spay and neuter programs. Thank you for allowing me the 

opportunity to testify. 
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Comments:  

Aloha Chair, Vice Chair, and Members of the Committee, 

I am writing in support of HB1736, which establishes a Spay and Neuter Special Fund, requires 

sterilization of cats over five months of age, and regulates the importation of intact cats. This bill 

attempts to reach a thoughtful, balanced approach to a complex problem—one that has vexed 

communities across our islands for decades. 

The Problem: A Crisis of Our Own Making 

The proliferation of free-roaming cats in Hawaiʻi is not the fault of the cats themselves. It is a 
crisis humans created, and we therefore have a moral obligation to solve it humanely. As John 

Hopf of Aloha Animal Oasis rightly stated, "We don't want to just, you know, kill one species to 

protect another species, especially because humans caused this problem. We feel like we want to 

come up with a solution and not just penalize the cats." 

That principle—that because we caused the problem, we must solve it humanely—lies at the 

heart of HB1736. 

The Stakes: Three Compelling Interests to Balance 

This bill recognizes that we must balance three critical concerns: 

1. Protecting Endangered and Endemic Species 

Our native birds, including the beloved nēnē, face serious threats from free-roaming cat colonies. 

Toxoplasmosis, a disease spread through cat feces, has been confirmed in nēnе deaths. Two 
years ago, nēnе near Waikoloa Resort, attracted by food left by cat colony caretakers, were 

exposed to toxoplasmosis infection; at least one goose was found dead with toxoplasmosis as the 

likely cause. Cats also prey directly on native birds and disrupt their natural behaviors. 

2. Protecting Public Health 

Free-roaming cats can transmit diseases that affect humans, including toxoplasmosis, which is 

particularly dangerous for pregnant women and immunocompromised individuals. Cat colonies 

concentrated in public parks and beaches create unsanitary conditions. As one advocate from The 



Friends of Liliuokalani Gardens testified, the feeding of abandoned cats has led to litter, feces, 

and damage to botanical assets—not to mention a "plague of black flies." 

3. Protecting the Cats Themselves 

Unmanaged colonies are not kind to cats. Free-roaming cats face starvation, disease, and 

predation. Feline panleukopenia virus, feline leukemia virus, and other serious illnesses are 

prevalent in unvaccinated, unmanaged populations. A serologic survey of feral cats found 

exposure rates of 39% for feline calicivirus and 8% for feline panleukopenia virus. Starvation is 

not a humane population control method, as Kona veterinarian Dr. Kelly Foster testified: 

"Starvation is not rapid, ethical or even legal in Hawaiʻi. It is not an accepted method of 
depopulation." 

The Solution: Humane, Proven, and Funded 

HB1736 attempts to address all three interests through a comprehensive approach: 

• Spay and Neuter Special Fund: The bill establishes a dedicated fund, supported by an 

income tax check-off and legislative appropriations, to provide spaying and neutering 

services. This is critical because, as Aloha Animal Oasis noted, the "only humane way" 

to control feral cat populations is "through spay and neuter, and to try to control the 

population through cutting off the reproductive cycle." Currently, only 4,000 to 5,000 

cats are spayed or neutered annually on Hawaiʻi Island—a fraction of the 20,000 to 

30,000 needed. 

  

• Sterilization Requirement: Requiring cats over five months to be sterilized, with 

reasonable exceptions for health, pending sterilization, and registered breeding animals, 

is a proven method of preventing population growth at its source. 

  

• Import Controls: Regulating the importation of intact cats prevents new breeding 

animals from entering the state and exacerbating the problem. 

A Responsible Path Forward 

Previous legislation, including HB547 in 2025, received broad support from animal welfare 

organizations, conservation groups, and community members who recognized that spaying and 

neutering are "effective methods for reducing pet overpopulation and humanely managing free-

roaming cat populations." The Hawaiian Humane Society supports this approach. 

Some have expressed concern that sterilization mandates burden responsible breeders. But 

HB1736 includes thoughtful exemptions for registered, pedigreed cats and temporary imports for 

exhibition. As The Cat Fanciers' Association notes, pedigreed cats make up a small fraction of 

the cat population and do not usually contribute to the community cat issue. The bill's exceptions 

appropriately accommodate them. 

Conclusion 



The poet Kahlil Gibran wrote, "Tenderness and kindness are not signs of weakness and despair, 

but manifestations of strength and resolution." It takes strength and resolution to address a 

problem as complex as this one—to resist the temptation of cruel shortcuts, to fund real 

solutions, and to remember always that the cats suffering in our communities are there because 

of human irresponsibility. 

HB1736 demonstrates that strength. It protects our native birds from predation and disease. It 

protects public health from the vectors associated with unmanaged colonies. And it protects cats 

themselves from starvation, disease, and suffering. 

Objections raised by animal welfare groups in previous drafts should be considered by the 

committee as well as it works to create the best possible bill to advance. 

For these reasons, I urge this committee to pass HB1736 and continue the conversation.

Lessening the number of free-roaming stray 

animals, cats especially, will help improve quality of life for those animals while also protecting 

native birds, turtles, and plants. This bill is an all-around win-win, and I sincerely hope for its 

support and success.  
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Comments:  

I am writing in strong support of HB1736 and expanded efforts for cat sterilization. 

Feral and abandoned cats are having a devastating impact on Hawaiʻi’s native wildlife. Ground-

nesting and forest birds that evolved without mammalian predators are especially vulnerable. 

Without meaningful action to control the growing population of unowned cats, we will continue 

to lose irreplaceable indigenous species. 

My family and I live in Panaʻewa. Until about two years ago, we had no feral cats on our 
property. We had never owned cats and had never contributed to the problem. When several 

began appearing, we chose to act responsibly—we adopted and sterilized three cats to prevent 

them from reproducing. 

Unfortunately, more cats continue to arrive. At least three additional feral cats now regularly 

come onto our property. They steal our cats’ food and engage in loud, aggressive fights at night. 
It has become a constant disturbance and a real concern for the safety of our pets. 

We have tried to find help, but the county and other organizations will not take the feral cats. As 

a result, responsible residents like us are left to deal with the consequences of negligent pet 

ownership. We are paying a very high price for a problem we did not create. 

Stronger policies that support sterilization, responsible ownership, and humane management of 

feral cat populations are urgently needed. These measures will protect native wildlife, reduce 

suffering among the cats themselves, and help communities like ours restore balance. 

Please support HB1736. Hawaiʻi’s wildlife, communities, and responsible pet owners 
deserve real solutions.

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Comments:  

There are an estimated 300,000 feral cats roaming Oahu alone. This is an unacceptable hazard to 

our previous bird population, as this invasive species is already credited with causing the 

extinction of dozens of bird species. In addition, toxoplasmosis is the major cause of death by 

disease for Hawaii's endemic Hawaiian Monk Seal population, as the feces from cats carries the 

parasite that causes this disease with no vacination or treatment. Feces that wash into the ocean 

from various water sources is consumed by bottom-residing creatures, which are then consumed 

by the monk seal foraging for food. Feral cats are out of control and Hawaii needs to step up and 

pass this legislation as a MINIMUM approach to controlling the problem. I only regret we are 

not courageous enough to withstand the inevitable criticism and pass legislation as have 

Australia and New Zealand to protect native animals and birds threatened by invasive species.

While I understand and support the goal of reducing animal overpopulation and improving 

animal welfare, I am concerned that this legislation creates overly broad mandates that may 

unintentionally harm responsible breeders, small hobby breeders, and families who carefully 

maintain healthy breeding programs. HB1736 HD2 proposes sweeping sterilization requirements 

and regulatory measures intended to address animal overpopulation. However, responsible 

breeders already operate with careful planning, veterinary oversight, and a commitment to the 

health and placement of animals. Legislation that applies blanket sterilization policies risks 

undermining ethical breeding practices that contribute to healthy, well-socialized animals. 

Ethical breeders play an important role in maintaining breed health, preserving genetic diversity, 

and ensuring animals are placed with responsible owners. Many breeders already implement 

contracts requiring spay/neuter for pets not intended for breeding and carefully screen homes for 

the animals they produce. Penalizing responsible breeders will not address the root causes of 

animal overpopulation, which often stem from irresponsible ownership, abandonment, and lack 

of accessible veterinary services. Additionally, enforcement of such mandates may place an 

administrative burden on local counties and animal control agencies without guaranteeing 

meaningful improvements in animal welfare. Efforts would be better focused on education, 

voluntary spay/neuter programs, and support for low-cost veterinary services that help 

responsible pet owners comply with best practices. I respectfully urge the committee to 

reconsider HB1736 HD2 and pursue solutions that target irresponsible breeding and 

abandonment without placing unnecessary restrictions on responsible breeders who are 

committed to animal welfare.

Testimony in Strong Opposition to HB1736 – Relating to Animal Control 

Senate Committees on AEN/EIG 

Chairs, Vice Chairs, and Members of the Committees, 

I submit testimony in strong opposition to HB1736. 

While Hawaiʻi does have a significant feral cat population, there has been no evidence presented 
that this population is the result of intact animals being imported into the state. 

The process required to bring a cat into Hawaiʻi is already extensive and costly. Owners must 
provide proof of two rabies vaccinations (requiring at least two veterinary visits), complete a 
blood titer test at one of only four approved laboratories (approximately $728), obtain a health 
certificate issued within ten days of travel (requiring another veterinary visit), and pay an import 
fee of $185 per animal for release at the airport quarantine station. In total, these requirements 
cost well over $1,400 per cat. 

After investing that amount of time and money, it is unrealistic to assume that responsible 
owners would allow their cats to roam freely and risk injury from vehicles, attacks from dogs, or 
other harm. 

If the goal is to reduce the feral cat population, the most effective and humane solution is to 
expand access to low-cost or no-cost spay and neuter services. Many community members 
already work to care for and manage feral cat colonies, but the cost of sterilization remains a 
major barrier. 

Unsterilized cats reproduce rapidly, which means that without widespread sterilization efforts, 
feral populations will continue to grow regardless of additional regulations. 

Policies that create new restrictions or penalties without addressing the root cause of the problem 
may also discourage community members from participating in humane population control 
efforts such as Trap-Neuter-Return. Public policy should support, not discourage, the volunteers 
and organizations working to stabilize and reduce feral cat populations. 

For these reasons, I respectfully urge the Committee to defer HB1736 and instead prioritize 
funding and support for accessible spay and neuter programs, which are proven to reduce feral 
cat populations over time.

My name is Tracey Mullins and I’m a veterinarian who practices in Ewa Beach.  Regarding 
HB1736, I OPPOSE this bill for several reasons.   

1. Who is going to enforce it?  Is the Hawaiian Humane Society going to patrol 
neighborhoods looking for intact cats?  Veterinarians? We already have too much on our 
plates.  

2. While I agree that 5 months of age is the general guideline from the American 
Association of Feline Practitioner’s to spay/neuter cats, we still see local families keeping 
some cats intact.  

3. What about an exemption for RESPONSIBLE cat breeders?  While the number of 
purebred cat breeders is relatively small on this island, legislation like this would restrict 
their ability to bring in new breeding stock, thereby reducing the quality of the cat line 
to a more inbred situation (not recommended in veterinary medicine).   

4. Section 2, chapter 143, paragraph (b) (1) makes no definition for “applicable animal 
control authority or its contractor” in regard to Honolulu County.  We don’t have a 
“formal” Animal Control department on this island (maybe this is one of the problems). 
So, will the Hawaiian Humane Society be handling this paperwork?  A non-profit 
organization, who will profit from this.  

5. What organization on Honolulu County will be in charge of collecting the “intact cat” 
fee?  The Hawaiian Humane Society???  How is this legal for a non-profit organization to 
profit from the collection of a state fee?  Is this an annual fee for any owner having an 
intact cat? 

 

I honestly think this bill should be shelved for now and maybe the creation of a round-table 
panel featuring DVM’s from all islands and parts of Oahu, along with cat rescue organizations, 
the Cat Fanciers of Hawaii and pet owners to discuss how an idea like this can be enforced.  
Most DVMs are strongly in favor of sterilizing cats (ONLY CATS, NOT ALL DOGS) at 5 months of 
age, but enforcement will be a problem and fees just penalize good breeders and owners of cats 
with severe heart disease or other medical conditions.

I would like to respectfully request the opposition of HB1736 and any subsequent bills seeking 

to mandate pet sterilization. 

• I agree there are challenges associated with pet overpopulation and the adverse impacts of free-

roaming animals on animal welfare, community well-being, and native ecosystems. 

• However, it is my professional opinion that mandatory sterilization and labeling everyone who 

imports an intact animal a breeder, will create more issues. 

• Intact animals are often brought to Hawaiʻi to participate in dog shows.  An altered dog can’t 
be shown in a conformation dog show.  Not every intact animal is bred. Similarly cat shows do 

not allowed altered animals to be shown. To assume that every intact animal will be bred and to 

subject the owner to unspecified breeder regulations that aren’t included in the bill is unfair.  It’s 
also unfair to imply that these intact animals that cost thousands of dollars to import are the root 

cause of animal over population and free roaming animals in Hawaiʻi. 

• Free roaming animals appear to be connected with homeless encampments per news reports of 
dangerous free roaming packs of dogs or with feral cats colonies often cared by TNR (trap, 

neuter, release) caregivers.  What has been done to address more public education and to reach 

out to lower income individuals to assist them with spaying and neutering those animals?  Will 

Oahu follow the lead of the island of Hawaiʻi and ban the feeding of all feral animals in.order to 
protect our fragile native ecosystem? 

•This will affect military families coming in to Hawaiʻi.  Many families "inherit" animals from 

other military families.  Original sterilization documents may be lost.  Local vet clinics often are 

unwilling to issue health certificates in general.  Families often have to drive hours to find a 

vet.  There is no way for a veterinarian to determine a female animal has been spayed by 

physical exam alone.  It's highly unlikely that a veterinarian will sign off that a surgical spay has 

been done if they didn't do it. The absence of testicles does not indicate a male has been neutered 

- it could be a cryprorchid. The average cost of an ultrasound is about $100, and even then, most 

general practitioners (such as myself) are unable to reliably determine if a dog or cat is intact or 

spayed on an ultrasound unless they are actively in heat or at least 30 days pregnant, meaning a 

referral to a specialist may be indicated (which will further increase cost), increasing the 

financial burden to bring the pet or increasing the likelihood the pet will be abandoned on the 

mainland. 



•There is an increasing amount of evidence that delaying the age certain breeds of dogs be 
surgically altered may provide significant health benefits- such as reduced incidence of 

degenerative joint disease, urinary incontinence, and/or reduced incidence of cancers. Please see 

the data posted by the University of California - Davis for more information 

(https://www.ucdavis.edu/health/news/when-should-you-neuter-or-spay-your-dog). It is 

unrealistic to expect families to wait until some breeds are two years old to alter their pet or alter 

early and potentially increase their risk of cancer or debilitating joint disease. Additionaly, the 

data indicates that female golden retrievers are likely healthier if they are NEVER spayed, so, as 

a veterinarian, spaying female golden retrievers that do not have a medical necessity for the 

procedure (such as a pyometra) is potentially unethical as it can result in harm to the animal. To 

my knowledge, no such studies currently exist for cats, but it is reasonable to assume that similar 

health considerations are at play and one day the science may catch up.  

Thank you for your consideration, please oppose this bill, and all others mandating sterilization 

prior to importation, and focus on working with communities on education and low cost 

sterilization options when it is appropriate for the animals health.

I am a veterinarian writing in strong opposition of this bill. I agree that pet overpopulation is a 

problem and we need to gain better control over it. However, this bill is not the way to do so.  

We should focus on helping the homeless population with spay and neuter. I constantly see them 

around the encampments and as a veterinarian we have many intact strays come through the 

door. 

The cats and dogs being brought in to Hawaiʻi have already gone through rabies testing, or they 
require quarantine, both of which are not cheap. This in itself signifies these animals are well 

cared for and loved. It does not, however, mean that these pets are being brought in for breeding. 

It also does not mean these animals are the ones ending up in shelters. 

Forcing pet owners to have their pets spayed or neutered also poses an issue. It requires them to 

put their pet through a surgical procedure which requires anesthesia which their pet could die 

from. Complications such as infection and the need for additional surgery is also possible. If the 

state is requiring this surgery, will they be responsible for the complication costs? And what if 

the pet dies? Should an owner who doesn't want to put their pet through surgery then give up 

their beloved pet before coming to Hawaiʻi? It feels unethical to force someone to proceed with a 
medical procedure. As doctors, we recommend diagnostics and procedures, but we never force 

pet owners to do anything. We guide them and support them regardless of what their decision 

may be. 

Another health aspect of forcing spay and neuter that needs to be discussed is the potential for 

long term health issues. There are studies surfacing that state there may be optimal times for spay 

or neuter. Too early and we may increase the risk of things such as cancer, endocrine disease, 

orthopedic disease, urinary disease, even neurological conditions and more.  

Shutting the door on importing well bred animals also severely limits the current Hawaiʻi gene 
pool. This would encourage poor breeding practices. This bill is secretly trying to regulate 

breeders. What exactly would that mean? There is a lack of underwriting and haphazardly 

allowing this bill to pass seems more about control and less about pet health. 

If pet health is at all important to this bill, please, I highly encourage you to see why this bill 

would not be able to check that box.

Although I support the funding of no or low cost spay/neuter for cats, the 

addition of the requirement to have owners of cats who are imported to be spayed/ or neutered by 

the age of 5 months is a blatantly discriminatory condition aimed at responsible cat owners who 

(just like owners of intact dogs who travel to and from the mainland) have invested a significant 

amount of money (veterinary care, health screening, vaccination, cost of travel) and time to 

ready their animals for travel into the State. I find it counterintuitive to assume that these owners 

let their cats roam and breed freely since they have already made considerable investment in 

caring for their cats. The HDOA already requires microchipping, information about reproductive 

status, and rabies vaccination as well as owner contact information on the animal import form. If 

these cat owners did not care about the welfare of their animals, it is unlikely that they would 

invest the amount of money it takes to bring their animals with them (only to let them mingle 

with the feral cat population which serves as a reservoir for incurable infections such as 

toxoplasmosis. ) 

The targeting of well cared for cats, whose owners have demonstrated financial commitment to 

their care, for mandatory spay/neuter will likely have very small impact on the overpopulation of 

free roving animals. 

Trap, neuter and release of feral cats is demonstrably ineffective (just visit any area where feral 

cats are illegally fed  and you will see double or triple digits including kittens of various ages). 

The negative environmental impact of the “free roaming” cat population is unaffected if they are 
released back into the environment where they are still able to predate on birds and transmit 

disease.  Free roaming animals unquestionably contribute the most to the “pet” overpopulation 
problem, however this bill places undue financial and regulatory burden on the most responsible 

pet owners without any effect on the true majority contributors to the overpopulation of cats. 

Tying funding for low cost spay/neuter to unfair rules targeting the most responsible pet owners

I personally have brought in 4 Golden Retrievers from New Zealand in the last 23 years. 
They were intact when they entered the state. My dogs are registered therapy dogs. They visit 
hospitals, libraries, schools, the police stations, and senior centers.  None of them were 
neutered prior to their arrival and none of them were a part of any unwanted 
pregnancies/litters. In addition, among the concerns associated with early spaying or 
neutering prior to sexual maturity for a Golden Retriever are increased risks of hip dysplasia and 
torn cruciate ligaments, possibly decreased life span, some evidence for increased incidence of 
hypothyroidism, hemangiosarcoma and osteosarcoma. (Canine cancers).  

Free roaming animals appear to be connected with homeless encampments per news 
reports of dangerous free roaming packs of dogs or with feral cats colonies often cared by 
TNR (trap, neuter, release) caregivers. Re HB 1736 HD2, The Spay and Neuter Special Fund, 
the income tax check-off provision, and public education efforts are the parts of this bill that 
will actually work — and they deserve to pass on their own merits. I urge the Committee to 
separate the fund provisions from the mandatory sterilization and import prohibition 
requirements, and to study the latter with adequate time for input from veterinarians, 
county officials, pet owners, and community caregivers before imposing criminal penalties.

I strongly oppose HB1736 HD2 because the Hawaiian Humane Society seeks to add the 

mandatory sterilization of dogs to this measure, despite the fact that the two other bills they 

promoted for that purpose failed to advance after much community opposition.  

Furthermore, ostensibly to address the problem of free-roaming feral cats that have no owners, 

this bill instead attacks responsible animal owners and levies fees just for filing ownership 

declarations and puts those owners on a database for monitoring by HHS. 

If applied to dogs and the importation of dogs, that measure would destroy the viability of 

American Kennel Club shows and sporting events where only intact purebred dogs are 

permitted.  Neutering and spaying young dogs deterimentally alters their development and leads 

to obesity, as well as other orthopedic problems which is why they would no longer be 

representative of their breed characteristics  Most purebred dog exhibitors are not breeders and 

many import their show animals from reputable established breeders on the mainland, Also, 

some breeds have no local Hawaii breeders. No reputable breeder on the mainland would be able 

to furnish show animals to Hawaii, and the resulting precipitous decline in participation would 

make AKC dog shows financially infeasible to hold in Hawaii. Does the Hawaii Legislature 

intend for us to become the only state in the country where there are no AKC dog shows or 

sporting events? 

I am a Hawaii dog breeder who has produced champions; I am dedicated to ethical breeding 

practices to preserve the qualities of the breed in accordance with our national breed club. 

However, I spent over ten years showing imported dogs before I gained enough knowledge to 

begin my breeding program. Purebred dog owners provide the highest standard of care and incur 

high expenditures in doing so; it is so illogical to contend that such owners would then use those 

purebred animals to go free-roam to breed mutts and mixed breed mongrels. 

This bill seeks to decimate the population of responsibly bred and cared for animals in the guise 

of the problem reducing feral animals without owners.  The HHS has a conflict of interest in any 

role in enforcement of mandatory sterilization or having a database of dog breeders and owners 

of animals filing declarations; administrative rules developed with this bill are likely to create 

unwarranted authority/discretion for HHS to impose additional burdens on responsible animal 

breeders and owners.

As a practicing veterinarian in Hawaii dedicated to animal health and conservation of native 
wildlife, I am writing to express my support of HB 1736 HD2 as written. I am grateful for the 
support of so many legislators in desiring to address our animal overpopulation crisis and 
reduce the free-roaming cat population. HB 1736 HD2 ensures that public funds would be used 
toward effective sterilization and animal population control programs that restrict re-release of 
sterilized animals.  
 
The negative health impacts of free-roaming cats on native wildlife are especially poignant in 
Hawaii due to our unique native biodiversity that is threatened by increasing environmental 
pressures. Native birds such as honeycreepers, nene, and alala, and marine mammals such as 
monk seals and spinner dolphins are increasingly at risk from either direct predation or indirect 
spread of disease such as toxoplasmosis which is only spread by infected cats.  
 
Additionally, free-roaming cat colonies are often afflicted with infectious diseases such as upper 
respiratory viruses, leukemia and immunodeficiency viruses, internal and external parasites, and 
ringworm, which lead to chronic health issues and poor quality of life for affected animals. Re-
release programs do not focus on finding permanent homes for cats or improving the quality of 
life for cats that are re-released, and can inadvertently increase cat abandonment rather than 
encouraging responsible pet ownership or surrender of unwanted pets to shelter or rescue 
groups. 
 
HB 1736 HD2 will provide funds to help address the animal overpopulation crisis in Hawaii 
while also supporting responsible pet ownership and encouraging appropriate housing and care 
for cats in Hawaii rather than perpetuating the free-roaming population that is so detrimental to 
native wildlife and public health. Please SUPPORT HB 1736 HD2 as written and retain the 
specification that these funds will only be used for spaying or neutering animals that are NOT re-
released into the environment.

Cats are an introduced and invasive species in Hawaii that has amply documented lethal effects 

on Hawaiian wildlife, from birds to monk seals, through direct predation and indirectly through 

the spread of the parasite Toxoplasmosis gondii.  This parasite, which can only reproduce in the 

intestines of cats, is further documented to pose threats to pregnant mothers and the elderly.   

This bill will provide county governments in Hawaii with the resources to begin addressing pet 

overpopulation by providing spay and neuter services, and to further take steps to reduce threats 

to endangered species and to community members (pregnant mothers and the elderly). Spay & 

neuter programs reduce the production of unwanted pets, directly reducing the number of 

abandoned pets, and further ensure responsible pet ownership by prohibiting the release of 

treated cats into the environment.  

 

The legislation provides a sensible framework to allow current and potential pet owners to keep 

cats as pets, it provides a service to pet owners that is often beyond the means of residents to pay 

for, and it provides funding to ensure the program is self-funding and sustainable.

My name is Lauryn Toki, and I am a resident of Hawaii Island and a graduate student studying 
social work.  I appreciate the opportunity to provide testimony on HB1736 relating to animal 
control.   
 
I support the goal of reducing pet overpopulation in Hawaii.  Expanding access to spay and 
neuter services is an important step toward improving animal welfare and preventing the 
suffering that can occur when animals are abandoned or left without care.  Programs that provide 
affordable sterilization services can help communities address this issue in a humane and 
preventative way.   
 
However, I do have concerns about certain provisions of the bill.  One section states that spayed 
or neutered animals may not be re-released into the environment.  This provision may 
unintentionally undermine Trap-Neuter- Return (TNR) programs that many communities rely on 
to manage free roaming cat populations.  TNR programs work by humanely trapping cats, 
sterilizing and vaccinating them, returning them to their original colony where they can no 
longer reproduce.  Research has shown that these programs can stabilize and gradually reduce 
outdoor cat populations over time.  A long term study published in the Journal of the American 
Veterinary Medical Association found sustained TNR efforts reduced a free roaming cat 
population by approximately 66 percent over an eleven year period (Levy, Gale, & Gale, 2003).   
 
From a social work perspective, community based approaches are often more effective than 
purely punitive policies.  This includes fines between $500 and $1000 for violations related to 



sterilization requirements.  While responsible pet ownership is important, these penalties could 
place a significant burden on low income residents who may already face barriers to accessing 
veterinary care.  Research on access to veterinary services shows that financial limitations are 
one of the primary reasons pet owners are unable to sterilize their animals.  Policies that focus 
primarily on punishment may unintentionally discourage cooperation rather than support 
responsible care.   
 
Social work practice emphasizes prevention, equity, and community engagement.  Addressing 
animal overpopulation through accessible services, education, and collaboration with community 
programs can be more effective than relying on enforcement alone.  Hawaii also faces unique 
challenges because we must balance animal welfare with the protection of our fragile ecosystems 
and native wildlife.  Thoughtful policy solutions should consider these complex issues while 
supporting programs that have already demonstrated success.   
 
For these reasons, I respectfully ask the legislature to consider amendments that expand access to 
spay and neuter services while allowing effective community based strategies such as 
Trap-Neuter-Return programs to continue.  Approaches that prioritize prevention, community 
participation, and equitable access to services are more consistent with both animal welfare goals 
and the broader principles of social wellbeing.

Aloha Chair Gabbard, Chair Wakai, Vice Chair Richards, Vice Chair Chang, Senator DeCoite of Maui, and 
Members of the Committee, 
 
My name is Christine Andrews and I am a long-term resident of Wailuku, Maui. I write you today in strong 
support of HB 1736, HD2, Relating to Animal Control, which establishes the Spay and Neuter Special Fund to 
reduce pet overpopulation, including the free-roaming cat population, and authorizes an income tax designation 
to provide revenues into the special fund; requires cats over five months of age to be surgically sterilized unless 
covered by an intact cat declaration, and conditions the importation of intact cats on state and county declaration 
requirements, with certain exceptions; and  appropriates funds. 
 
When I purchased my home in Wailuku Heights, Maui, in 2002, which fronts vacant agricultural land, my elderly 
neighbor was in the habit of feeding a large colony of feral cats. When my neighbor passed away shortly thereafter, 
the cats migrated to my yard and would eat the food we left out for our small dogs who came and went from the 
yard. As someone who cares for our precious native fauna, I registered the feral cats as a colony on Maui, which 
allowed me to get them spayed or neutered for free, and went through the process of trapping and fixing the cats. 
I, unfortunately, missed a female, who ended up having kittens. I repeated the process of trapping and fixing this 
generation of cats, missed a female, and ended up with another generation. My children grew up alongside the 
colony of cats, naming them and creating a detailed family tree. Finally, in 2015, I spent three weeks meticulously 
trapping and neutering to make sure that they were all spayed or neutered. Now, eleven years later, all of the cats 
in the colony have aged out or moved on and I no longer have cats outside on my property, my long-term goal. I 
have two cats that were adopted as kittens from the Maui Humane Society two years ago, properly 
spayed/neutered, and they are kept as solely indoor cats.  
 
As an introduced predator, cats pose a serious threat to Hawaiʻi's vulnerable birds, ranging from the 
ground-nesting Hawaiian Petrel to the forest-dwelling 'I'iwi. Protection of our native birds is dear to my heart. 
This stems primarily from mālama ‘āina, but also from the human connection with bird protectors in my life. My 
daughter worked for some time at the Maui Forest Bird Recovery Project, I have a friend who worked for the Maui 
Seabird Recovery Project, and another who worked for the Maui Invasive Species Committee. At the Maui 
Upcountry Farmers Market, I get my coffee from Bobbie, a local coffee farmer who sells coffee to raise funds for 
the Maui Forest Bird Recovery Project. Worldwide, domestic cats have contributed to the extinction of at least 63 
species; in Hawai'i, home to more endangered birds than any other U.S. state, cats are found throughout the main 
Hawaiian islands and are a leading cause of bird population declines.

The bill would also establish a dedicated funding source to support pet cat sterilization 
statewide. Importantly, cats sterilized using these funds may not be released into the environment. House Bill 
1736, HD2 represents an important momentous step forward for cat management in Hawai'i. By minimizing 
unintended pet cat breeding, the bill would not only help protect Hawai'i's native wildlife but also ease the burden 
on animal control providers. I respectfully request you vote in support of protecting our native birds and HB 1736,

  I oppose this bill for multiple reasons, mostly related to the changes proposed by the Hawaiian 

Humane Society that would expand this bill to include dogs.  

  

I am an animal lover who has fostered and adopted many cats, kittens, and stray dogs, all 

neutered and spayed after I rescued them. I am a big supporter of responsible animal ownership, 

however I do not think this bill is the way to do it. I am concerned that this bill was written 

without the expertise of people and organizations that understand responsible dog breeding, and 

the unique challenges of raising purebred dogs in Hawaii. Did you consult with local dog show 

clubs, local responsible breeders? Or consult with the American kennel club?  

  

Responsible ethical breeders are likely the ones who will pay the "intact dog fees", while 

backyard breeders, puppy mills, and hunters will likely evade the fees and continue to over 

produce unwanted litters. This is unfair to responsible people like me and the many people I 

know in the dog community who do not contribute to pet overpopulation. Responsible breeders 

do not overproduce puppies, and place their puppies in carefully selected homes where they will 

either be spayed and neutered or carefully kept intact. These breeders should not be the ones 

being punished. 

There is also a suggested ban/restriction on importing intact dogs. Imported dogs are often going 

to responsible breeders who need new genetics to maintain healthy bloodlines of purebred dogs. 

Hawaii has a small gene pool, and imports are essential to prevent inbreeding and maintain 

genetic diversity. The main source of unwanted litters of puppies is the dogs who are already in 

Hawaii, Not imported dogs.  

  

There are also well researched health risks associated with early spaying and neutering of 

puppies. A neuter/spay law does not take this into consideration. Most puppies should not be 

spayed or neutered before they are done growing or they will experience skeletal changes and 

abnormalities  that increase their risk of injury. I personally compete in dog agility with my dogs, 

a sport that requires dogs to be athletic and healthy. I do not spay/neuter my dogs before the age 

of 18 months because I want them to have long healthy lives. This bill would punish me even 



though I have never bred a single litter and take great care to ensure that my dogs will never 

produce an unwanted litter.

Comments:  

I am writing to express my opposition to any proposed legislation mandating the sterilization of 

dogs statewide. While I fully support responsible pet ownership and efforts to reduce animal 

overpopulation, a blanket sterilization requirement raises a number of concerns that I hope you 

will consider. 

Pediatric sterilization, particularly in large breed dogs (under 2 years old), is now medically 

proven to cause a long list of health issues including cancer, incontinence, and joint 

problems.  Forcing responsible dog owners to physically harm their animals in a way that will 

lead to very expensive veterinary bills and early deaths is morally unethical and 

unacceptable.  Owners who cannot afford these costly long term treatments will either end up 

surrendering these dogs to shelters or letting them go untreated and suffering. 

Sterilized dogs are not allowed to compete in AKC conformation shows.  The state of Hawai'i 

has a very healthy population of dog show enthusiasts who travel from island to island for 

different venues.  There will be a wide loss of income from show sites, food vendors, 

photographers, hotels, car rentals, and dog trainers/handlers.  Not to mention, shutting down a 

multigenerational sport loved by many.  Personally, my young son and I used to  travel and show 

together.  AKC supports a fantastic youth program and culture.  It gives young kids a healthy 

hobby and goals to work towards.  While most people considering this bill might not be familiar 

with the dog show community here, it's important to recognize and know that it's a serious sport 

who we have even had community members fly and compete in all the way to Westminster.   

 When pet owners face costly or inflexible requirements to spay and neuter under this law, some 

may avoid licensing and veterinary care.  

Such mandates may inadvertently penalize responsible owners and reputable breeders who 

support healthy breed preservation, genetic diversity, and responsible oversight of canine 

populations.  Behind them are decades of health tested and carefully considered 

pedigrees.  Without them, there will be no way to maintain breeding practices that are crucial to 

provide healthy working animals (such as police canine, bomb sniffing, and nose detection dogs 

for agriculture work at airports and detecting coconut rhinoceros beetles), therapy dogs, service 

dogs, search and rescue, and well adjusted healthy family pets who are matched by activity level, 

grooming requirements, hypoallergenic breeds for people who want a pet but, suffer from 

allergies, or need a dog with a specific personality if they have children or are hunters etc. 

Responsibly bred dogs and cats are not animals that are seen in overpopulated shelters. 

Responsible breeders purposefully match their well-bred puppies and kittens with responsible 

owners to avoid them entering into shelters. In fact, most responsible breeders require their 

puppy/kitten owners to the first right of refusal, meaning the puppy or kitten comes back to the 



breeder before being brought to a shelter. 

Furthermore, research and animal-welfare organizations often recommend education, accessible 

low cost spay/neuter programs, community outreach, and enforcement of existing laws as more 

effective and humane solutions. Collaborative, incentive based approaches tend to yield better 

long term outcomes without placing undue burdens on responsible owners. 

Please consider these concerns and oppose this bill in its current form.  

It is my understanding that this bill which only includes cats at this time, will likely be amended 

to include dogs with the same language used in bill HB 1594 and SB3012, which both failed to 

progress.

Testimony in Opposition to H.B. 1736 HD2  – Relating to Animal Control 
Submitted by Duane Inoue, Cat Preservation Breeder 

Chair, Vice-Chair, and Members of the Agriculture and Environment 
Committee: 

I respectfully oppose H.B. 1736 HD2 as drafted. 

While the intent of H.B. 1736 HD2 is to reduce pet overpopulation, several 
provisions may unintentionally increase shelter intake and euthanasia of 
cats while creating significant enforcement, fiscal, and constitutional 
concerns for the State and counties. 

In particular, the bill may: 

	 •	 effectively eliminates current Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR) 
programs, 
	 •	 creates sterilization mandates that are difficult to enforce, 
	 •	 imposes penalties disproportionate to comparable animal 
control violations, and 
	 •	 may shift substantial costs to county shelters and taxpayers. 

1. Elimination of Primary Cat Population Management Tool 

Section 36(b) prohibits re-release of sterilized cats into the environment 
except placement into a “fully enclosed cat sanctuary.” 

This effectively eliminates Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR) and Trap-Neuter-
Return-Management (TNRM) programs currently used by, and not limited 
to, following organizations: 

	 • 	 Hawaiian Humane Society (HHS) 
	 •	 Maui Humane Society 
	 •	 Moloka!i Humane Society 
	 •	 O!ahu SPCA 
	 •	 Hawai!i SPCA 



	 •	 Aloha Kitty TNR 
	 •	 CatFriends 
	 •	 KAT Charities Animal Rescue 
	 •	 Lucky Paws 
	 •	 Joey’s Feline Friend 
	 •	 AdvoCATS, Inc. 
	 •	 Aloha Animal Oasis 
	 •	 Feline Foundation of Maui 
	 •	 Hui Pono Holoholona / PAWS 
	 •	 Rainbow Friends Animal Sanctuary 

These programs sterilize free-roaming cats and return them to managed 
colonies where populations gradually decline over time. 

Multiple peer-reviewed studies have demonstrated that high-intensity, 
sustained sterilization programs combined with adoption of socialized cats 
can lead to measurable long-term declines in free-roaming cat populations. 
Long-term studies in the United States and Israel have documented colony 
reductions of 30–80 percent over time when sterilization coverage is 
sustained. 

Conversely, removal-only strategies often produce the “vacuum effect,” 
where new intact cats move into territories previously occupied by removed 
animals.   

Effective cat population management is also important for wildlife 
protection. For this reason, policies should prioritize methods that are 
demonstrated to reduce populations over time rather than approaches that 
may unintentionally increase abandonment or shelter intake. 

Policies that unintentionally increase abandonment, shelter intake, or 
unmanaged cat populations may ultimately undermine both animal welfare 
and wildlife protection goals. 

Policies that remove effective sterilization and colony management tools 
may unintentionally increase free-roaming cat populations rather than 
reduce them. 



Because most feral adult cats are not adoptable, prohibiting re-release may 
effectively convert many current programs into Trap-Remove-Euthanize 
systems. 

2. Sanctuary Capacity Is Extremely Limited 

The bill prohibits re-return of sterilized cats into the environment.  However, 
it does allow placement of sterilized cats into “fully enclosed cat 
sanctuaries.”  

However, Hawai!i has very limited sanctuary capacity, as follows. 

	 •	 Lanai Cat Sanctuary (Lanai; 700 to 800+ cats on their 3.5 to 4-
acre facility, with capacity to manage around 1,000 or more as the facility 
expands; cats are primarily from Lanai) 
	 •	 Popoki Place Oahu Cat Sanctuary (Oahu; development phase) 
	 •	 Aloha Animal Oasis (Big Island; planning phase) 
	 •	 Puna Cat Sanctuary (Big Island; planning phase) 
	 •	 Cat Haven Hawaii (Big Island; under construction) 
         •	 Akaula Cat Garden (Molokai; provides a home for over 70+ 
abandoned or abused cats)   
         •	 Hawaii Cat Foundation (Oahu; sanctuary not accepting cats 
since 2024) 

These facilities cannot absorb the thousands of free-roaming cats currently 
managed through humane societies and community TNR programs. 

If re-release of sterilized cats is prohibited, many cats currently returned to 
managed colonies may instead enter shelters. 

Because most feral adult cats are not adoptable, this may result in: 

	 •	 increased shelter intake 
	 •	 increased euthanasia 
	 •	 increased operating costs for county shelters. 

3. Criminalization of Ownership of Indoor Intact Cats 

Proposed §143 makes it unlawful to own a cat over five months old unless 
sterilized or subject to an intact declaration. 



This provision criminalizes mere ownership of an intact cat — even when 
the animal is confined indoors and incapable of contributing to free-
roaming populations. 

Courts traditionally uphold animal control laws regulating conduct, such as 
animals running at large or creating a nuisance, rather than laws that 
criminalize mere ownership status when no public harm occurs. 

This raises potential concerns regarding: 

	 •	 due process 
	 •	 overbreadth 
	 •	 proportionality. 

Without clear enforcement mechanisms, compliance may depend largely 
on complaint-based enforcement, which can lead to inconsistent 
application and administrative burden. 

4. Structural Weaknesses in the “Intact Cat Declaration” 

The intact declaration appears to function as a fee-based exemption rather 
than a targeted breeding oversight mechanism. 

Concerns include: 
	  
         •	 No requirement for proof of registration or responsible breeding 
standards 
	 •	 Need for duplicative declaration to Department of Agriculture 
and Biosecurity and then to county Animal Control Authority within 14 day 
period 
	 •	 No inspection authority 
	 •	 No litter reporting 
	 •	 No limit on number of intact animals 
	 •	 No enforcement clarity  

The bill states that agencies shall provide a record of declarations “that 
may be used for enforcement purposes.” However, the bill does not explain 
how this information would actually be used in enforcement. 



As written, the declaration may function largely as a self-certification 
loophole, allowing individuals to avoid sterilization requirements simply by 
filing a declaration. 

5. Enforcement Is Unclear 

The bill does not clearly explain how compliance would be monitored or 
enforced. 

Key questions remain unanswered: 

	 •	 How will indoor intact cats be identified? 
	 •	 Will veterinarians be required to report intact animals? 
	 •	 Are inspections authorized? 
	 •	 Will enforcement rely primarily on complaints? 
	 •	 Which agency will enforce the law: county animal control 
authorities, police, etc.? 

Without clear enforcement mechanisms, the law may prove difficult and 
costly to implement. 

6. Disproportionate Penalties 

The bill imposes fines of $500–$1,000 per cat per violation, even when: 

	 •	 the cat is indoors, 
	 •	 no harm occurred, 
	 •	 and there is no prior violation. 

For comparison, many Hawai!i animal control violations begin at 
approximately $50 for a first offense. 

The proposed penalty structure may be viewed as disproportionate relative 
to comparable offenses. 

7. Potential Fiscal Impact on County Shelters 

If sterilized cats cannot be returned to managed colonies, county shelters 
may be required to intake large numbers of feral cats that are not 
adoptable. 



This could result in: 

	 •	 increased shelter operating costs 
	 •	 increased veterinary costs 
	 •	 increased staffing needs 
	 •	 increased euthanasia. 

Hawai!i shelters already intake thousands of cats annually, and most feral 
adult cats are not adoptable. Policies that eliminate re-release options may 
therefore increase euthanasia and shelter operating costs. 

As a result, the bill may shift substantial financial burdens to county 
governments and taxpayers. 

Recommendations: 

Effective cat population management is also important for wildlife 
protection, which is why policies should rely on methods proven to reduce 
populations over time rather than those that may unintentionally increase of 
abandonment, shelter intake or euthanasia.   

Given the concerns described above, I respectfully recommend that H.B. 
1736 HD2 be deferred until the following alternatives are considered for 
future measures.   

	 1.	 Allow continued use of Trap-Neuter-Return programs under 
regulated colony management standards. 
	  
	 2.	 Remove the prohibition on re-release of sterilized cats, which 
currently supports community-based population management. 
	  
	 3.	 Prioritize funding of the Spay and Neuter Special Fund to 
expand access to sterilization services statewide. 
	  
	 4.	 Conduct a statewide point-in-time estimate of free-roaming cat 
populations to establish a baseline for evaluating policy effectiveness. 
	  



	 5.	 Request the Hawai!i Invasive Species Council (HISC) to review 
Resolution 19-2 (2019) regarding feral cat management and update 
recommendations based on more recent peer-reviewed scientific research.  
This resolution recommended that TNR or other efforts that support the 
feeding or re-release of feral cats into the wild or into public spaces should 
not be used.  

However, the recommendation was based on scientific report from 2009.  
HISC should be looking at more current scientific reports 

	 6.	 Develop a comprehensive statewide cat population 
management strategy through a multidisciplinary working group including 
veterinarians, wildlife experts, humane organizations, animal control 
agencies, cat/dog fancy, pet owners, and other stakeholders.

I think this is a reasonable bill that will help to reduce pet overpopulation by establishing a "Spay 

and Neuter Special Fund" and requiring the surgical sterilization of cats over five months old 

with reasonable exceptions. I frequently go out to a horse stable in Waimanalo and have over the 

last 8 yrs.  Initially, there were a handful of strays that we fed; now, this has grown to close to 15 

-20 cats and repeated pregnancies.  We catch and spay and neuter when we can, but 

overpopulation of cats is just heartbreaking for those cats who must live outside.  We also don't 

want this issue compounded by bringing unsteralized cats into Hawaii. It is not unreasonable 

for cats over 5 mos to be spayed and a penalty fee assessed against those in noncompliance 

might be a good deterrent for ignoring the law.

Most times I drive around the island specially early I see cat roadkill. More than mongoose, 

goats or pig roadkill. The crisis is very obvious. My family and friends have indoor cats and I 

think they are loving companions. The problem is irresponsible pet owners who let their pets go 

outside their property as well as saviorists who insist on populating the environment with 

creatures which do not belong there instead of putting efforts in cat sanctuaries. Many times 

these irresponsible human behaviors are justified with the old idea that the cats control the rat 

population: in my personal experience the only time we had rats was during covid when pet 

adoption got people to have more dogs pooping in their yard and cats to poop everywhere 

without picking up the waste: rats eat predigested food (poop). Once neighbors were informed 

the rat infestation went away. More recently I have seen five cat roadkill in the last two days. 

Please get this bill passed.  Irresponsible pet owners / saviorists are in denial and can be 

aggressive but we need to stand firm so they stop deflecting responsibilty and instead pay 

attention and understand the damage they are forcing into our beautiful environment, home to 

not only us and our pets but unique endangered creatures. 
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Comments:  

I would like to voice support for HB1736 which would establish a requirement that cat owners 

spay/neuter their cats, as well as set up a fund to help cat owners pay for this if they are not able 

to affort it. I am an avid birder and the importance of keeping the cat population in check is a key 

part of keeping our native, local and endangered birds from going exrinct. It would be best if cats 

were kept indoors, but if not, at least let's keep them from reproducing while they're outside.

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Comments:  

Thank you for taking the time to read this. I am writing urging you to help pass HB 1736. I love 

animals and have made working with them and helping them my life's work. I have a 

background in animal control and sheltering, and currently work as an emergency veterinary 

nurse. I also was on the board of a private rescue that primary operated to provide financial 

assistance for underprivileged families and their pets in need.  

The reason I feel the need to tell you this is because I have seen so, so much suffering. I have 

seen suffering in the form of orphan neonate kittens and puppies that have had to be put down or 

starve to death because no one is able to take them in for 'round the clock care. I've seen it in the 

form of a family struggling to provide for their own plus yet another unplanned litter because 

they don't have funds for spay or neuter. I've seen it in the form of former coworkers and friends 

killing themselves financially and medically trying to make the world a better place because no 

one seems to care or help with the plain fact that there isn't one more free kennel or place to put 

another cat. I've seen facilities that warehouse animals who languish because no one wants to 

raise their "kill stats" for fear of losing public support and funding. I've seen it in feral colonies, 

where animals are spayed and neutered and re-abandoned with no medical follow-up or 

medication and continue to decimate our precious native wildlife, which I have witnessed 

suffering from cat attacks.  

All of this suffering is avoidable. The first step is to pass this bill. By hitting the most basic 

source of the problem-- rampant breeding and invasive species/pet overpopulation-- we will be 

able to more efficiently use funds for animal control and dial back the ravaging of our amazing 

wildlife. I plead for you to be part of the solution to a probelm that is increasingly unwinnable 

with our current landscape.
