A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO PUBLIC SCHOOL LAND TRANSFER.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAILI:
PART I

SECTION 1. Act 307, Session Laws of Hawaii 2022, directed
the conveyance of the fee simple title to certain lands owned by
the department of land and natural resources, county of Kauai,
and county of Maui, to the department of education. Since that
time, further verification of information and changes in
circumstances require the revision of tax map key numbers
provided in Act 307, Session Laws of Hawaii 2022.

Accordingly, the purpose of this part is to revise certain
tax map key numbers set forth in section 2 of Act 307, Session
Laws of Hawaii 2022, for accuracy or changed circumstances.

SECTION 2. Act 307, Session Laws of Hawaii 2022, is
amended by amending section 2 to read as follows:

"SECTION 2. {a) Notwithstanding any other law to the
