(3) Beginning January 1, 2027, establish a transportation
affordability and energy security tax.

Your Committee
received testimony in opposition to this measure from the Alliance
for Automotive Innovation and Hawai‘i Automobile Dealers
Association. Your Committee received comments on this measure
from the Department of Taxation.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2030, H.D. 2, and recommends that it pass Third Reading.
