ACT 54 S.B.NO. 469

A Bill for an Act Relating to Nursing Home Administrators.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 457B-8, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to
read:

“Sec. 457B-8 Temporary license. The board may issue a temporary
license to any person who has served as administrator in the State prior to
January 1, 1970. A temporary license shall expire two years after its issuance.
In no event shall a temporary license be issued or extended after July 1, 1972.”

SECTION 2. Section 457B-9, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to
read:

“Sec. 457B-9 Fees. An applicant for a license to practice nursing home
administration by examination shall pay a fee of $40. A fee of $20 is
required for each reexamination. Application fees shall not be refundable.

The annual fee for a temporary license or a renewal of license shall be
$25.”

SECTION 3. Material to be repealed is bracketed. New material is
underscored. In printing this Act, the revisor of statutes need not include
the brackets, the bracketed material, or the underscoring.*

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
