ACT 110 H.B. NO. 3109-76

A Bill for an Act Relating to Membership on the Board of Acupuncture.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 436D-5, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to
read:

“Sec. 436D-5 Board of acupuncture; appointment, removal, qualifications.
There shall be a board of acupuncture the members of which shall be appointed
by the governor in accordance with section 26-34, and the duty of which shall be
to examine all applicants for license to practice acupuncture.

The board shall consist of seven persons; two shall be private citizens and
five shall be acupuncturists licensed in accordance with this chapter except those
acupuncturists first appointed to the board need not be licensed but shall be
persons who would qualify for licensing under this chapter. The members of the
board shall serve without pay but shall be reimbursed for actual expenses
incurred in the discharge of their duties. A majority of the board shall constitute a
quorum.” '

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New material
is underscored. In printing this Act, the revisor of statutes need not include the
brackets, the bracketed material or the underscoring.*

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
