ACT 76 S.B. NO. 1561 

A Bill for an Act Relating to Licensure Qualifications of Attorneys. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

SECTION 1. Section 605-1, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to read 
as follows: 

"Sec. 605-1 Attorneys, qualifications. (a) The supreme court may examine, 
admit, and reinstate as practitioners in the courts of the State, such persons as it 
may find qualified for that purpose, who have taken the prescribed oath of office. 
The supreme court shall have the sole power to revoke or suspend the license of 
any such practitioner. 

(b) In order to be licensed by the supreme court, a person shall be of good
moral character, and shall satisfy such residence and other requirements as the 
supreme court may prescribe. 

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New material 
is underscored. In printing this Act, the revisor of statutes need not include the 
brackets, the bracketed material, or the underscoring.* 

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
